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The putrid matter penetrated the soil and in-
feeted au underground spring situated a few
meters fron the surface. The waters of this
spring, cairried away by pipeýs, supplieid the
wants of one half the neighbori ng town.

What was the resuilt ? the germs of a terrible
sickness werecarried by the water into the town
and with it into the dwellings An epidemic,
typhoid fever, broke out, a thousand persons

'were stricken with the disease, and about one
hundred died.

Such nay be lhe frightful results of w'hat
seems to be very pardonable negligrence.
