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And the said Message was read by Mr. Speaker (all the Members of the House
standing and being uncovered), and is as followeth

ABERDEEN.

The Governor General transmits to the House of Commons, Further Supplemen-
tary Estimates of sums required for the service of the Dominion, for the vear ending
30th June, 1897, and, in accordance with the provisions of " The British North America
Act, 1867," he recommends these Estimates to the House of Commons. (Sessional
Papers, Vo. .b.)

On motion of Mr. Fielding, seconded by Sir Richard J. Cartwright,
Ordered, That the said Message, together with the Estimates accompanying the

same, be referred to the Committee of Supply.

And then The Bouse, having continued to sit till twenty-four minutes before One
of the Clock on Thursday morning, adjourned till this day.
