guch naa Resarve or Resarves so dnterminad by the Commission-
ers shal’ be surrendered by tho»Dnmigion to the Tocal Govarn-
ment. 8o soon as may be convenient, on the latter apyint to

the former, for the bensfit of the Indians, such compangation
for ahy clearings or improvements mads on any Rasaerve sé sur-
rendered by the Dominion and dccepted by the Province, as may

be thought reasonable by the Commissioners aforesgid. a

It will be observed that preceding paragraphs, Nos, 3,

4,5 end 6, ar substantislly the same as thosge submitted in

the Memorsndum of lMr.
