OSTRICH EGGS.

The popular supposition that sm
ostrich never lays but one egg and
drops that anywhere upon the sand is
nonsense, says a writer who deseribes
the ostriches on the American plains.
The female lays as many eggs annually
as a goose or a hen, and covers them
with as mueh care, usually digging a
hole in the sand with her feet and de-
positing her eggs in it daily until the
time for incubation comes, when she
sits regularly upon them and is fed by
her mate. Very often eggs are found
singly upon the desert, dropped in a
chuse or when the bird is unable to

is equal in size and nourishment to
about two dozen ordinary hen’s eggs,
and sometimes weighs three pounds.
