My wound feels cona'derably better
and I wmay recover.

fa!, I euthorzs you to contradict
for me iu my name, through the
prese, the reports in clrculation that
hlame the army for the ezd tragedy at
Wounled Koee Creek. Those reporta do
grave injustice to our soldlers end ere
tnetigated by those adverse to an honorable
settlement of the present trouble, and
hostile to the desire of every true friend
of the Indians, that they be permanently
t1a sferred from the charge of the Indlan
Burean to the War De:partment. It s
only by such a transfer that the Indisns
can expect just treatment.

Tho whole trouble originated through
interested whites, who had gone about
mosi industrionsly and misrepresented
the army and i's movements upon all
tne sgencies Tae Indians were, in
copsequence, alarmed nnd suspicious
They had been led to believe that the
true aim of the military was their exter-
mination. The troops acted with the
greataat kindness and prudence. In
the Wounded Knee figat the Indiavs
fired first, The troops tired only when
compelied to, I was between both, saw
all, aud know from an abeolute knowl-
edge of the whole afhiir whercof I say.
The Indisns state the case just as I do,
I have every proof at hand and when
able will forward full statement and
documentary evidence.
