AND LEAD

What the Trail Smelter
Is Understood to Be
Doing.

Experimenting With Zinc
and Erecting Lead
Refinery.

Reports to hand daily indicate that
the passage of the bounty on Canadian
lead promises to do all that was expec-
ted of it in the direction of stimulating
the production of lead ores, and thereby
rejuvenating the various important sil-
wver-lead producing camps of the country.
In some quarters.it is feared that the
effect of the bounty may be to “bear”
the lead market in London, but the sta-
tistics as to supply and demand seem
tn indicate that the danger for this for
a considerable period is slight.

The Trail smelter will share in the
prosperity that is inaugurated in the
silver-lend mining camps.

As 1s generally known, the Canadian
£melting <works has for some months
had the matter of zinc smelting ip- close
contempiation, and a more or less actize
campaign has been conducted having
ir. view the compilation of information
that would affect the installation of n
acdition to the works for the purpose
of treating zinc-blende. The excessive
cest of erecting such works is the pria-
cipal drawback to its adoption, when
coupled with the uncertainty as to the
supply of zinc-blende obtainable in the
Kootenays, and the wide variation in
the ores with respeect to their zine con-
tents. At the present time the smelter
has its field force at work on tke probh-
lcm, while at the plant continuous in-
vestigation is being carried on with a
magnetic separator. The result of these
investigations is that the properties of
the country are being catalogued, with
a statement of the average zinc produe-
tion so far as can be obtained from the
tests now under way. The matter of
inaugurating zinc smelting is claimed ‘o
involve more issues than even the aver-
age mining man conceives of, on the
seme ratio that smelting on a zinc basis
is several times more costly than smelt-
ing: on a lead basis and many times
‘l:‘ore expensive than copper-base smelt-

The construction of the refining de-
fartment at the Trail smelter is pro-
cceding steadily. It is understood to be
th¢ company’s intention to provide for
the refining of all the lead required for
local consumption in Canada, which is
it the' neighborhood of 18,000 to 15,000
ttns annually.
