Mexico City, June 20.—El
Universal, which is probably the
most prominent mnewspaper in
Mexico, prints to-day statements .
from twenty three prominent
civilians of Mexico, advocating
severance by Mexico or relations
with Germany, and asserting
that the Mexican’s place in the
war is on the side of the Entente
allies. The headlines of the
article in which the statements
are incorporated, says it is to the
interest of Mexico to sever rela-
tions with Germany and that the
Latin-American ideals of Mexico,
must incline her to the side of
the allies rather toward idols of
pan-Germanism, militarism, as
pressed by Germany. The article
says that the opinions - printed
are those of some men who think
in Mexico and for Mexico, and
that it is the concensus of
opinion of these men that
Mexico cannof maintain neu-
trality but must sever rela-
tions with Germany in order to
remain true to the ideals for
which the country has struggled
during the last six years.

The statements in gemeral
‘show close unanimity of opinion.
Some of them go so far as to say
that in'ovder. to. uphold the ideals
of justice whigh: actuate Mexico,
the country should immediately
declare war on Germany. Others
assert that German intrigues in
Mexico offer ‘ample reasons for
severing diplomatic relations,
adding that Germany is endea-
voring to provoke trouble be-
tween Mexico and the United
States.
