The Tichborne Claimant.

We tearn from late English papers
that Mr. Quartermain East has taken
- furnished house in Hampshire tor
the Tichborne Claimaut on his release
from Dartmoor on the 24ih of this
mouth.  I: is not deemed advisuble to
maze the exact spot public, During
the imprisonment of their father, Mr,
“ast has tuken upon himself the re~
spousibility of muintaining and edu-
cating the claimant’s two daughters,
The young girls have had all the ad-
vaotages evjoyed by tlie children of
their protector, and the elder will upon
her father’s release go to live with him
aud. keep house. In order that the
cluimant. may not, at avy rate for.
some time to come, be worried with
pecuniary matters, Mr. East purposes
making him an ample weekly allow-
auce, and will further place & consider-
able- sumn of mosey in his hands on the
duy of his release

The Tichborue case ceads like a
highly colored work of fiction and may
be briefly giveu as foillows :—Roger
Charles Tichborne was bora Jan. 5,
1829, and was, after his father, heir to
the title and large estates of his uncle,
Sir Edward. Roger was educated in
Frauce, aud at the Roman Catholic
college at Stouyhurst, . and, when
twenly yeara of age, entered the army.
In“the year 1852, Roger wooed the
daughter of Sir Edward, his cousin,
Kate, but her pareuts were opposed to
the mutch, and the young man resigned
Lis commission in the army and. went
to sea. Qo Juve 19, 1853; he arrived
at Valparaiso, nod ou April 20, I854,
salled from Rio de Javeiro for New
York in the ship Bella, a vessel that
was lost.  Ou March of the year 1853
Sir Kdward died, and was succeeded
by his brother James, the father of
Roger; aud Sir James died June ‘11,
1862, and, as it was believed Roger
had been lost at rea, was succeeded by
Alfred, his second son, and brother of
Roger; Afred died in February, 1866,
sud was succeeded by & posthumous
son, boin in May, 1866.

Lady ‘Tichborne, ‘in the meantime,
was not on good terms witn the rest of
the family, and in her peculiar and
pronounced way manifested her feel-
ings. In 1855 she began to advertise
in the English aud Australiau papers
for. Roger, who, it will be remembered,
had been absent, i. e., dead, nearly
twelve years. I the year following a
butcher of Wagga Wagga, Australia,
supposed to be Aribur Orton, but
calling himself Thomus Castro, an-
uounced that he. was  Roger Charles
Tichboroe,-and that he had been saved
from the wreck of the ship Bella.
This person, after some correspond=
ence with Lady Tichberne, set sail for
Eugland, reaching Loodon on Christ-
mas, 1866, aod in the month of Janu-
ary, of the next year, met Lady ‘Lick-
borne, and was accepied by her as her
#on, aud furvished with funds.  Laiy
Tichborne was alinost the only memter
of the family whe.recognized bhiw, all
the others. repudiating him as.an im-
poster. For some moaths he went
about England collectivg evideuce,
sccuring witnesses and obtaining such
informetion in reference to the reul
Roger as would be valuable. In March
the-first action was commenced by the
‘“claimaut” filing a biil io chaucery,
the real istue of which was to evable
him to prove himselt to be'the veritable
Roger, and the rightful owuer of the
title aud estates. The. ‘case did not
come to trial for nearly four years,
because of commissions being sent to
South America asd Australia jkod in
the interval Lady Tichboroe died,
The trial ‘began May 11, 1871, and.
with two. adjournments, it cootinued
103 days, till March G, 1872, when the
jury iuterposed, declaring themaslves
sutisfied” that the f‘claimant” was not
Roger Tichborne, aud he was non-
suited. He was at once' ordered into
custody to be tried for perjury, but
was later released on bail. Toe perjury
trial was commenced April 23, 1878,
and contivued 188 days, to Feb. 28,
1874, when he was found guilty and
was sentenced to fourteen” years of
peoal servitude ; he wag sent 10 Mill-
baok, and later trausferred to Dartmoor
prison,

The estate of the. Tichbornes was
valued at £24,000 a year. The first
trinl wan before the Court of Common
Pleas, and the perjury trial was bafore
the Court of ths Qieen’s Beuch: It
was géitled beyond reasonable  doubt
that the “claimnut” was Afthur Orton,
who emigrated-from Londoa, his native
place, to Australin, and because of evil
dog chaiged his name to Castro,
There are, however, many ia Eugland
who believed, and sill claim, that
Orton is Roger Charles Tichborne.

An Australian Drought.

In_February last, ia New -South
Wales, u corréspondent of a proviucial
uewepaper travel'ed for some 200 miles
by railway, and throughout the whole

but & desert—‘‘a wilderness destitute
of any green thing, without any water
werihy of the name, of cattle in the
paddocks, dead or dying; the sun’s
scorching rays fell on fields as hard as
iron. The leaves of the trees were as
wotiouless as death itself, there being
not & breath of air atirring.  The state
of affairs were quite as bad in other
parts of the country. There wefs
thousands of square miles of land,
baked and cracked, with (he dry,
brown grass flyivg off in dust, without
a-vestige of green or a drop of water
anywhere.” The expedients resorted
to in this terrible crisis’ were some-
times of a most desperate character.
Some furmers eadeavored to send 4heijr
cattle down to the coasts or ‘to the
towas, but they died on the road, and
their owners had not osly to bear the
loss of tho animale, but the cost of
their’ conveyauce. This double Toss
largely prevented others from imitating
their jexample. They sat down in
mute despair to wa'ch their rain, Qae
mau lost 20,000, another 50,000, and
the third 150,000, without the slight-
est power to save ane of them. Millious
of cattle have died, and hundreds, and
probably thousaunds, of colonists who
were prosperous’_last year gre poor,
and, perhaps, rujnedito~day, [jven tu
Syduey the drougiyt Wiis 0 spvere that
the jvhabitants had (o be placed oun an
intermittent allowauee of -water. Ruin
has at last fallen, aud, therefore, the
