Is
the club’s method of dividing its liquors
among its members, in proportion to the
amount each pays into the club treasury,
liquor selling? This is the legal question
at issue. The Attorney General and Mr.
Pugsley, Q. C., have said no. The law-
yers have cited a decision in the Queen’s
Bench in support of their opinion. The
Police Magistrate has given some reasons,
already reviewed by us, in support of his.
It remains now for the Supreme Court, if
the question can be got before it, to say
what the law is. To say that the club is
trying to evade the law is to speak either

without regard to the truth or the correct
meaning of the words ‘ evade’ and ‘law’.

The Oircuit Court

THe BaNk oF Nova Scoria vs. WiLLiam
RICHARDS.

This case, which is similar to thoge in
which the bank are the plaintiffs and ﬁs
0. Fish and James Robinson defendants
respectively, tried at a previous circuit,
was- concluded on Saturday afternoon.
The plaintiffs are seeking to rec over
the amounts of two drafts to which
defendant is party, and the defence is
that the paper was accommodation and
was obtained by the fraud of Frank R.
Morrison, formerly agent of the bank at
Chatham and Newcastle, who died sudden-
ly in March 1893. The special jury, com-
posed of Messrs. Struan Robertson,
Beverly R. Macaulay, Geo. A. Knodell,
Vivian W. Tupper, Richard Rodgers, Chas.
K. Camefon and David Lynch, found
unanimously that the agent, F. R. Morri-
son, did make the alleged false representa-
tions, but that such representations were
beyond the scope of his authority ; that
the paper was given for the personal
accommodation of the agent, Morrison,
and his brother, James A. Morrison of
Halifax, and that there were such sus-
picious circunltances in connection with
the making of the representations as im-
posed on che defendant the duty of inquir-
ing as to their truth. The jury in the
Fish case did not find the paper in dispute
therin was given for the personal accom-
modation of the bank agent, and found the
representations within the scope of the
agent’s authority, and that there were no
suspicious circumstances. Judge Van-
wart, before whom the case against
Richards was tried at this circuit, ordered
a verdict for defendant on the authority of
the Fish case, but the present findings of
the jury will leave new questions of law
to be determined by the full court. E.
McLeod, Q. C., and G. C. Coster appeared
for the plaintiffs, and W. Pugsley, Q. C.,
for the defendant.—Sun. :

To the Editor of the * Union A dvocate.”
During the past eight years samples of
those varieties of the grain which have suc-
ceeded best on the Experimental Farms
have been distributed on application in
3-Ib. bags to farmers in all parts of the
Dominion free through the mail. The ob-
ject in view in this distribution has been to
improve the quality and character of these
important agricultural products through-
out the country. This work has met with
much appreciation and a ccnsiderable de-
gree of success.

Last year I was instructed by the Hon-
ourable Minister of Agriculture to forward,
as far as practicable, two samples to each
applicant, but the applications received
were so numerous that on this basis of dis-
tribution all the available stock had been
promised by the middle of February, and all
later applicants could not be supplied.
This year my instructions are to send
one sample only to each applicant, with
this limitation every farmer in the
Dominion who so desires may share in the
benefits of this useful branch of the work of
the Experimental Farms.

The distribution now in progress consists
of some of the most promising sorts of Oats,
Barley, Spring Wheat, Pease, Field Corn
and Potatoes. Already more than 7,000
applications have been filled. All farmers
desiring to participate in this distribution
should send in their applications early, and
state which of the above named samples
they would prefer, and their wishes will be
met as far as practicable, until the avail-
able stock is exhausted. The grain can be
sent early, but the potatoes will not be dis-
tributed until the danger of being injured
in transit by frost is over. Letters ad-
dressed to the Central Experimental Farm
may be sent free of postage.

And I was here in Boston in 1872 when
the great fire consumed over 100 millions of
wealth, and the Mayor of this City sent
out another proclamation closing rum
shops and bars, and it has never been clear
to me why a rum shop should be closed at
one time and not all the time. Every one
knows that it is much easier to prevent
obscene exhibitions.all the time, or altoge-
ther, than on certain days, and the same is
true of selling or peddling. If society has
any right to stop these exhibitions and do-
ings or anything else on Sundays, it has
precisely the right to stop them every
day. :
The ““ T'raveller of this City says :—

If the shows complained of are not
lewd, obscene, indecent, &c., they cannot
be stopped for being so on Sunday any
more than on any other day. If they are
80, they can be and should be stopped on
Sundays and on all other days, and the
officers who fail to do so are false to their
trust. But, on the other hand, if the
reason why we want them stopped on
Sundays resides in the day, and not in the
shows—if it is because of the Sunday, and
not because of the character of the shows,
let us be manly and honest, and say so.
A false accusation of indecency can really
injure only the accuser, and it is utterly
i ible that anything which is not lewd
or indecent on any other day can be so on
Sunday.

I hope for the time when Temperance
Societies will throw off'their garb of self-
righteousuess and® mutual admiration
socials, picnics and suppers, and give
prizes to children for the best, second best
and third best essays on questions of this
kind. Ifan incentive was given to the
young to make a study of the Temperance
Question and the young mind became
convinced of the evils of excesses before
habits become fixed, there would in twenty
years be a public sentiment so irresistable
that no drinking man would be elected
or appointed to any public office from
president to police magistrate. That
public sentiment is and has been shame-
fully derelict is evidenced in the fact that
when Andrew Johnson was sworn in to
the office of President he was so drunk
that he could not make the responses.

Against Tsury.
A blow at usury has been struck by the
New York Legislature, and the result is
expected to be very beneficial. The old
law provided that more than six per cent.
on loans should not be exacted. The mon-
ey lenders got around this in divers ways,
and so profitable was their trade that at
this time there are said to be three hun-
dred men in New York outside of the
pawnbrokers who lend money on house-
hold goods *“ without publicity or removal,”
charging twenty-five or thirty per cent. on
original loans -and sixty or seventy per
cent. on renewals. Under the new law a
serious penalty is provided. The statute
declares that any person or persons
who - directly or indirectly receive
more than six per cent. on any. sort of
money or household goods, implements of
trade or any sort of personal property in
actual use, or any form of personal credit,
is guilty of a misdemeanor.

The first step taken was the formulating
of a complaint against the magistrate,
from office, which complaint and request |’
were lodged with the provincial govern-
ment. The prosecution of the agent of the
Social club proceeded and three actions
were entered " against him. When the
cause came np for trial I happened to be in
court and I was amazed to find what seem-
ed to be a bold attempt to intimidate the
court. It was in this way :

The leader of the government and the
wielder of the sword which is invoked to
decapitate Magistrate McCulley is the Hon.
A. G. Blair. There is a legal firm in St.
John wherein a certain Mr. Blair is a
partner. The Blair who holds in h is hand
the fate of Mr. McCulley is a warm friend
and great admirer of the St. John law
office. They are very much alike. When
one is offended the other always gets mad,
and when one gets furious the other is
positively dangerous. Now the Chatham
Social club is engineered by a couple of
bibulous lawyers, one of whom is engaged
for the defence, and the other is the lead-
ing witness for the defence. These men
when the case was called, obtained an
adjournment and hastened away to the
Mr. Blair in St. John, told their story, con-
vinced Mr. Blair that the Chatham Social
club was a harmless, useful, innocent thing
which no respectable man should disturb,
and which stood far above any suspicion
of violating the Scott act. They got his
written opinion to this effect, duly endorsed
by his legal partner,’ and armed with this
document they met the magistrate when
the case was resumed with what they sup-
posed was a squelcher—and with an air
which plainly said, convict us if you dare.’
It was at this stage I was present.

Now, I do not say that when Mr. Blair
gave his opinion he was aware of the use
to which it was to be put. But I do say
that the tabling of that opinion was, in the
circumstances, morally equivalent to a
mandate to acquit the agent of the club.
If it was intended to have this effect, then
it is plain that a very serious blow has been
aimed at the independent administration of
law in this county. An explanation is
clearly in order.

But this is not all. The magistrate pro-
ceeded with the charges, and issued them
under the sanction of his oath by convict-
ing the agent of the clubon each of the
threecharges. He rightly concluded that
he knew the character and legal standing
of the club better than a St. John lawyer,
who knew nothing about it except what he
got ex parti from the lawyers for the
defence. And now it appears that both
our local papers have fallen foul of the
magistrate, one of themin a nasty way
that arespectable critic ought to be asham-
ed of. Itis noticeable that the attack is
not so much upon the judgment as upon the
magistrate. There are few magistrates in
the province whose judgments havestood the
test of the supreme court as Mr. McCulley’s
have done. What does this storm, raised
chiefly by the liberal organ in Chatham,
really mean? Is the Mr. Blair of the
executivedispleased at Magistrate McCulley
for disregarding the opinion of Mr. Blair
of St. John? Is the sword of Domescles
still in slings? Time will tell. I can not
believe that the provincial executive
would wish to paralyze the arm of the law
in the county of Northumberland.
