But 1
trust to you, Lottie, dear, to bury me
decently. I must have been insane or I
would not have acted the way I have.”

The domestic troubles of the Lynchs
were aired in the Police Court on Sat-
urday morning last, when Mrs, Lynch
had her husband before the court for
nssault, and was granted an order of
protection by Magistrate Denison. Up
to that time the parties had been liv-
ing together at 571 King street west, but
after leaving the court Mrs, Lynch re-
turned to her mother’s house at 85 Wal-
nut avenue, taking the two children
with her, while her husband went to the
Mercer street address. A man who
shared the room over night with Lynch
said thut when he left him at 9.30 a. m.
he was joking and in good humor, and
he was horrified on returning to the
room half an heur later to find Lynch
dead.

Police Sergeant Mulhall broke the
news of her husband’s death and showed
the letter to Mrs, Lynch, but she refus-
ed to have anything to do with the body,
which was, therefore, removed to A. W.
Miles’ undertaking rooms on College
street.  Chief Coroner A. J. Joknson
has decided that an inquest is unneces-
sary.
