Reports from Various Points in

It would seem that the wave of heat
which, according to the authorities, is
moving across the continent, reached this
Province yesterday. The temperaturein
this city was almost unbearable, but fortu-
nately no cases of sunstroke occurred. The
maximum temperature in the shade, as
recorded at the Observatory, was 95.2 at
three o'clock in the afternoon. At 6 a.m.
it was 72°, at 8 a.m., 80°, and at2p.m.,’
94°. The highest temperature ever record-
ed in Toronto was in August 24th, 1854,
when the shade heat was 99.2. In July of
the same year 98° was recorded as the
maximum shade temperature, The following
