A FATAL ACCIDENT.

David Wilson Killed by Falling from the 
Boof of T. G. Loggia's House.

A very sad and fatal accident occurred at 
T. G. Loggie’s residence, corner church and 
George streets Wednesday at noon. Harry 
Clark has the contract for making the im­
provements to Mr. Loggie’s premises, and 
in his employ was a well known carpenter 
of St. Marys, David Wilson, the victim of 
the accident. ■ How it happened nobody 
will ever know. A ladder standing on the 
George street side of the house and com­
municating with the upper story of the new 
wing, and poor Wilson lying unconscious 
in a pool of blood at the bottom, are the 
only circumstances to assist in reaching a 
conclusion as to how the unfortunate fellow 
met his death. It is believed that he was 
attempting to raise the window to get in up 
stairs where there was a fire and to eat his 
lunch which he carried from home, and 
that he missed his footing and fell to the 
sidewalk, a distance of about fifteen feet. 
The walk was covered with ice and Wilson 
evidently struck on his head and shoulder. 
He was on the ground probably five min­
utes before he was discovered unconscious, 
with blood oozing out of his ears and nose. 
He was at once carried into W. T. White­
head’s residence, doctors were promptly on 
the spot, and he lay there nearly an hour 
when it was thought advisable to remove 
him to Victoria hospital. A stretcher was 
prepared, tender hands arranged the 
poor fellow’s temporary bed, and strong 
arms carried him to the hospital. 
His wife had arrived before this and 
was almostdistracted with grief. From the 
first, Wilson’s injuries appeared likely to 
prove fatal. His collar bone was broken 
and it was believed that the base of the 
skull was fractured. He never recovered 
complete consciousness. He was able to 
recognize his wife for a moment and his 
pastor, Rev. F. C. Hartley, but that was all. 
He was kept constantly under morphine 
and whenever its effects commenced to wear 
oft he would struggle as if in intense pain. 
Dr. McLearn, the attending physician had 
some hope of his patient’s life Wednesday 
morning, but it was very faint. There was 
nothing to be done for the poor fellow and 
he died shortly before midnight Thursday 
the close of a happy holiday for many but 
a sad, sad night for the broken-hearted 
widow.

The deceased was a popular young man 
and his death is a great shock to his family 
and friends. He was a good living, religious 
fellow, a prominent worker in the Free 
Baptist church, and a very near friend to 
Rev. Mr. Hartley. The funeral takes place 
at 2 p.ni. tomorrow at St. Marys, and will be 
under the direction of the Foresters of that 
place. Mr. Wilson held $1,000 insurance in 
the order payable to his wife. He leaves no 
children, and was about thirty-five years 
old. _______________

DEATH OF SAMUEL DAYTON.

For Forty Years a Prominent Resident 
of St. Marys.

The village of St. Marys is in mourning 
to-day through the death yesterday after­
noon of Squire Samuel Dayton, one of its 
most prominent and popular citizens. Mr. 
Dayton was taken ill two weeks ago while 
on a business trip to St. John, and gradu­
ally sank until yesterday afternood, when 
death relieved him of his sufferings. He 
was a native of Douglas, but has been 
a resident of St. Mary’s for forty years, 
being engaged nearly all that time in 
mercantile business. He was burned out 
in the fire last fall, but rebuilt his residence 
and store on a much larger and more con­
venient scale, and was doing a gohd busi­
ness. Mr. Dayton was an intelligent and 
enterprising man, and was personally liked 
wherever he was known. He held the 
office of justice of the peace for many years, 
and his influence was always on the right 
side. He was twice married, first to Miss 
Hanselpecker and second to Miss Gilman, 
sister of Aid. Gilman of this city. The 
latter, with five children by his first wife 
and three by the second, survives him. 
One of his sons is Milton Dayton, merchant, 
of Edmundston, and a daughter is the wife 
of H. B. Kilburn of the First National bank 
at Houlton. Another daughter, deceased, 
was married to J. W. McCready of this city.

Mr. Dayton would have been seventy-one 
years old in January next. The funeral 
will take place from his late residence, St. 
Mary’s, at 2 p. m. to-morrow

Drowned in the St, Francia River.

A sad drowning accident occurred at St. 
Hilaire, Madawaska, Monday evening, re­
sulting in the loss of three lives. Isadore 
Daigle and his two sons and Paul Ouilette 
were crossing the St. Francis branch of the 
Madawaska river, about half-past five. 
They were in a dug-out, and were going 
over to attend an agricultural meeting. 
Persons near heard their cries as they np 
set, but thought it was only some village 
row going on. There was lots of shore ice 
in the river and the heavy laden boat 
easily sunk. Ouilette managed to swim to 
shore, and his cries brought rescuers to hia 
aid just as he was about to perish. He was 
taken care of, and the last reports are that 
he is still alive. The river across from 
Frenchville to St. Hilaire, where the acci- 
occurred, is about a quarter of a mile in 
width. Daigle was a well-to-do farmer. 
His two sons, who perished with him, were 
aged respectively 16 and 14. The bodies 
have not been recovered. The Daigles are 
well known in Madawaska. One son, Denis 
Daigle, who is at the present time confined 
to his home by illness, is a railway mail 
clerk, and runs on the route between An­
dover and McAdam.

James Fulton, of Wentworth, N. S., rep­

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The Sun Surprised.

Tie Sun copies the greater po: lion of an 

editorial from the Fredericton Herald which 
it says is regarded as the organ of the Blair 
government at the capital, on the suspension 
bridge enquiry, and professes to be amazed 
at the independence of the tone of the I 
article. We view The Herald’s article as 
an illustration of the difference in the 
methods of Liberal and Conservative news­
papers. The Herald editor who may or 
may not have formed a proper opinion of 
the evidence, believing that some persons 
have been guilty of a great wrong, at once 
proceeds to forcibly express that, opinion, 
no matter who may suffer. On all occasions, 
as far as we are able to observe, it is the 
same with nearly all the Liberal and local 
government newspapers throughout the 
province. They do not hesitate to fearlessly 
express their opinions and to condemn 
wrong wherever they think it may exist. 
Papers like the Sun, however, that are used 
to the party gag, give evidence of much less 
independence when matters affecting their 
party are under investigation, and it is not 
to be wondered at that the Sun should ap­
pear to be surbrised at such evidence of in­
dependence as The Herald has shown in 
regard to the suspension bridge investiga­
tion.

ITALY'S BIG EARTHQUAKE.

The Fredericton Market, Nov. 24,189*.

Corrected Saturday morning by Samuel

Reports of disasters caused by the earth­
quakes in southern Italy, show that there 
has been great loss of life. Procopio, a 
village of 1,200 inhabitants, has been oblit­
erated. Virtually all the buildings were 
thown into ruins. The number of deaths 
is not known, but in one church forty- 
seven persons were buried alive under 
fallen walls. The last authoritive report 
was that the list of the dead was well 
above sixty. In another village of the 
same province, eight persons were killed 
outright by falling buildings. The dam­
age to property has been enormous.

Reports of deaths, injuries, and the 
demolition of buildings have been receiv­
ed from seventeen communes. In Bag- 
nara, seven persons were killed outright ; 
in Oppido Mamertino, four ; in Santa En- 
phemia, eight. Scores of others were in­
jured in these towns.
