Archbishop Guidi Dead

ArosToric DELEGATE To THE PHILIP-
PINES SuccumBs 70 HEART
FAILURE.

The death of Archbishop Guidi,
Apostolic Delegate to the Philipe
pines, which ocourred in Manila on
Sunday, Joue 26th, has been the
subject of many sympathetio edit-
orial comments by the secular press
of this country. Heart failure, ac—
cording to the cablegram announc—
ing the sad event, was the cause.

Mgr, Gaidi’s services in the Pbil-
ippines date from his appdintment
as Apostolic Dclegate to that archie
pelago Aungust 28, 1902. His eleva-
tion to a titular archbishopric was
made September 21, 1902. The
services he rendered during the set-
tlement of the friar land guestion
were regarded as invalasble.

He was born in April, 1852, at
Alatri, province of Rome, and stud-
ied at the Gregorian University and
Roman Oollege until 187C, when he
entered the Pontifical Seminary,
where he took the degree of philos-
ophy. Pope Pius IX, highly regard-
ed the peculiar talents of the young
student and sent him to the Univer.
sity of Innsbruck, where he remain-
ed until 1877, takirg the degrees of
theology and law. He next spent
a year io Paris studying at the Sor=-
bonne, where he was awarded the
degree of Oriental langusges,
Archbishop Guidi was sppointed
in 1879 secretary of the extraordin-
ary embassy which represented the
Pope at the marriage of the late
King Alfonso XII. of Spain. He

tare at Madrid until be acted as
seoretary of the extraordinary Papsl
embaesy at the coronation of the
Czar, From that time to 1887 Mgr,
Guidi served a8 secretary of the Nun-
ciature at Lisbon; from 1887 to
1890 he was auditor and then charge
d’affaires of the Nunciature at
Munich ; from 1890 to 1892 he was
secretary extraordiLary of ecclesiast-
ical affairs at the Vatican, and from
1892 to 1898 was auditor and then
charge d'affsires in Brez'l,

In 1899 Mgr. Guidi was sent cn
an extraordinary mission to Ecua-
dor, From 1899 to 1902 be was
secretary of Extraordinary Eacles-
isstical Affairs at the Vatican. He
bed numerous decorations conferred
on him, including those of Charles
[1I. and Isabella the Catholic.

The young scbolar epent three years
in the academioc department of the
college and entered the fresbmen
olass of the college course of study
last September, and he was then ficst
made acquainted with the * Odys-
sey.” . Tae work of preparing him-
self for the examination wss done at
the boy’s home, in addition to his
regular olass studies,

For more than an hour an unin-
terrupted volley of questions was
hurled at the youthful scholar.
Witb a charming modesty cf manner,
readiness and ease, with-nncommon
command of language and counspicu-
ous self-possession, he invariably
went to the heart of every question
and grappled with each successive
difficulty with extraordinary pene-
tration and dispateh. The questions
propounded ranged from the broad
and perplexing problems of the nae
tare and prinociples of epic poetry,
poiats of struoture, plot and charac.
teristio expression down to minute
details of inflexional forms, dialec-
tical peculiarities and refinement of
syntax, with running comments and
consiant comparisons of Homeric
usage with the normal types of Attic
Greek. Readers acquainted with
the extent and difflculties of the
Homerioc text, the vast field compris
ing more than 12,000 hexameter
lines, the far-reaching problems con
nected with the poem, will readily
petceive that Mr. Fitzpstrick has
achieved more than commonplace
8uCCess.

No doubt the Catholic Church is by
long odds the most powerful organiz-
ation on earth to-day—even from a
