On aceount of our being in
this isolated condition, the cross-
ing of the straits of Northum-
berland during winter has been a
very serious, difficult: and hazard-
ous undertaking. During all the
dy.ys before Confederation,  this
wasour condition. Some gentle-
men here to-day may have gone
through the experience of cross-
ing the: Straits in winter, the
crossing being made in ice boats
to which the passengers were, in
a sense, harnessed with straps
over their shoulders. They paid
their fares and worked their
passages, too. Of course, under
these conditions passenger traffic
between the Island and the
mainland during the  winter
was not exteneive; no one left
during the winter season unless
it was absolutely necessary for
him to do so.

The first meéting to bring
about the confederation of the
province was held in Charlotte-
town, Prince Edward Island,

“|which may justly be called the

cradle of Confederation. Curi-
ously énough, when Confeder-
ation wasconsummnated in 1867,
Prince - Edward. Island did not
joun. the -union because she
thought that the terms offered
were not such as would meet her
necessities, the crux of the diffi-

of the straits. In 1878, however,
when she thought the matter
had been so arranged that there
would be no further difficulty,
Prince Edward Island, under
what is known as the “better
terms,” became a province of the
Dominion. In order that we
may have a fair understanding
of one of the conditions which
indueed Prinee Edward Island to 3
become & member of the Con-
federation and which was cited
in the bound, I quete these words
from the Imperial Order in Coun-
cil under: which Prince Edward
Island came into the Dominion
of Canada:

Efficient-steam service for the
couveyance of mails and passen-
gers to be established and main-
tained between the island and the
mainland of the Dominion, win-
