PRISON WARDEN S MEETING.
Saturday last the annual congress of
the United States Warden's Association
for the registration of criminals was
the theatre «f the Normal|
School, Toronto, © The principal matter |
before the gathering was the identifica- I
tion of criminals. Heretofore identifica«
tion has been confined to phctographs,
color of eyes and hair, height, weizht,
and, perhaps, the ‘‘strawberry mark,” but
the results were not always satisfactory.
The new Bertillon method, which has
been successfully operated in France for
the past four years, and which has re-
cently been adepted In Germany, Spain,
Italy and Denmark. was thoroughly ex
plained to ti:e gathering. The identifi
cation of a prisoner by this system rests
upon the knuwledge of the following “in-
dications : The length and width of the
head, the length of the left middle and
little fingers, the length of the left foot,
the length of the left forearm, the length
of the right ear, the height of the figure,
the measurement of the outstretched
arms, tha measurement of the trunk
from the bench to the top of the head of
a person seated. In addition to these
particulars the methud provides for a
description of the scars and peculiar
msrks that every indivdual more or less

description without photographs, the

notation, according to a special vocabu-

lary, of the color of the hair and beard,

as well as the form and dimensions of

These different opera-
tions necessitate the use of special in-|
struments such as caliper corpasses and
sliding compasses, and of three graduat-

ed measures or rules. The process of

measuring does not take more than four
or five minutes per subject. -By follow-

ing the instructions the probability of
identity becomes almost particular to a
certainty, The photographs when
taken are classified and kept on files for
reference. The ‘‘heads” and other
measurements are %abulated, and par

ticulars enteced on back of photograph.
The facility with which a critinal might
be identified by this method was shown
by the distribution of a number cf cards
bearing measurements of certain crimi-
nals, The figures in two or three cases
were read offl. In one instance the re-
cord was searched and the name of the
prisoner given in thirty-five seconds. It
was possible, a speaker said, to search
the record of one hundred thousand
names and arrive at the identification
of a prisoner within ten minutes.

If the Bertillon
system for the identification of criminals
were adopted in America, the authori-
ties would soon know more about the
criminals of this continent than the lat-
ter now know about themselves.
