During the same four and
a half years the subsidies paid to Al-
berta in respect of the land dlauses
of the autonomy bill amounted to $2,-
109,375.

This leaves a balance in the hands
of the Dominion of $1,603,575.50. or
about $350,000 per year. But this bal-
aance is illusory, for out of it had to
be paid the éxpenses of carnying on
the business of the land department,
of providing buildings, heating and
lighting them, of paying salaries of
clerks, agents and homestead inspect-
ors, and all other expenses incidental
to the administration of the lands. It
costs something to run a department
of government, and to blandly ignore
this fact is precisely as honest as it
would be to say that a merchant who
{takes in $100,000 per year and who
pays rent to the extent of $25,000, has
$75,000 profit. Most men would like
to do business on that basis, but no-
body has yet found out how to do it.
