In
spite of these difficulties, the five
steamers of Foley, Weleh & Stewart
have since May 1 carried supplies up
the river to the amount of 15,000
tons. These boats, which make fast
time on the Vancouver route, spend
four days in ascending the Skeena, a
distanee of 180 miles.
