Sweets and Biters.
The news to-day is of a 
mixed character. The 
news from Ireland is sat­
isfactory. The back-bone 

^ of the rebellion has been 
broken. The so-called Provisional 
President of the Irish Republic coun­
sels all rebellious units in the country 
to surrender to avoid further blood­
shed. The formulating of a Provision­
al Government, an Irish Republic, 
with a Provisional President, shews 
the pretentious character of the ris­
ing. The fact that the Dublin Post 
Office, other public buildings and a 
section of Dublin could be seized and 
held for days shows how danger­
ous it is to allow arms and ammuni­
tion to be distributed to persons un­
authorized to possess them. Thé 
seizing of public buildings seems to 
support a suggestion made about the 
Sinn Fein movement in its early days, 
to the effect that it was supported 
largely by Government officials. The 
bright feature of this black time is 
that the Nationalists, under the lead­
ership of John Redmond, stood by the 
authorities. From the beginning of 
the war the efforts of John Redmond 
to promote recruiting in Ireland has 
been hanipered by the Sinn Feiners. 
There is a gulf between the latter and 
the Nationalists, and the events of 
last week will widen it. It shbuld al­
so tend to close the gap between the 
Carsonites and the Redmondites. Both 
are deadly opposed to Irish Independ 
ence in the guise of an Irish Republic, 
under the protection of the Kaiser. 
Their policy is, no matter in what ot­
her ways they differ, to knit Ireland 
more closely to the Empire and more 
firmly attached to the Crown.

Turning now to the Tigris, the news 
is the worst we have received from 
the East. General Townshend after a 
four months seige has been compelled 
to surrender with some 3,000 troops 
from the Old Country and 6,000 In­
dian troops. We may feel asured that 
Major General Townshend did all that 
mortal could do to hold out. He is 
an experienced officer, who has seen 
an exceptional amount of active ser­
vice and won great distinction for 
holding-out at Chitral fort until he 
was relieved. Major General Towns­
hend did excellent service last sum­
mer and fall along the Tigris and re-* 
ceived high commendation in General 
Nixon’s despatch of January 1st. The 
bitterness of the loss of Townshend’s 
forces will put the British on their 
mettle, stiffen their sinews, summons 
up their blood to put on a more bold 
and determined front.

Story of a Silver Fox.
The usual quiet of pastoral Codroy 

has been somewhat ruffled of late by 
a good deal of talk respecting the cap­
ture of a very valuable silver fox, and 
Its subsequent disappearance from the 
pen in which it had been put for safe 
keeping, pending its sale to some 
dealer. It seems that a party of trap­
pers hunting for foxes in April, 1914, 
secured this splendid animal, and for 
some reason, not explained, but known 
only to themselves and the other par­
ties to the transaction, the fox was 
placed in the care of another, who 
claims now that the animal escaped 
from its pen. This explanation was 
not entirely satisfactory to the trap­
pers whe believed that the fox had 
been sold to another person. Rumor 
went so far as to say that the fox was 
sold to one Penny of -Sydney, C.B., 
who came one night to the mouth of 
Grand River to receive the precious 
Reynard. All kinds of stories went 
round and you may be sure lost noth­
ing in the going. The gentleman who 
held the animal in trust for the oth­
ers, it is said, was seen at midnight 
on the beach with a suit case in his 
hand, the night the strange schooner 
came to the entrance of Grand River. 
This man, who is a member < of the 
Game and Inland Fisheries Board, 
bargained with the trappers for one 
third the proceeds of the sale of the 
fox. Foe this he was to care for the 
animal and negotiate the transfer of 

'tile property. The end of all the talk 
was that the matter was bro'\-;ht to 
the ears of Sergt. Goodland, who im­
mediately got after the offenders, cul­
minating in the prosecution to-day of 
the party, both hunters and the mem 
her of the Game Board for a breach of 
the laws. The animal was caught In 
April, 1914. Two of the party turned 
State evidence and so escaped fine; 
the others received the minimum pen­
alty of $250, the official of the Game 
Board to pay costs.

GOT QntK DESPTACH.—The S. 
S. Tobascio arrived here with 1,200 
tons of cargo from England on Sat­
urday. She was unloaded with de­
spatch and sailed again yesterday 
morning for Halifax.

Missionary Services 
at Wesley Ihurcb.

Though not a pleasant day, the an 
nual services were very largelynttend- 
ed, the attraction being the preacher, 
Rev. F. R. Matthews, B.A., who had 
come from Carbonear for the occa­
sion, and who delivered one of the 
most masterly appeals for missions 
that has been heard at Wesley for 
many years. After referring to the 
many happy associations with the 
people during his pastorate and which 
still lingered in his memory and heart, 
he announced his text from St. Mat 
thow’s Gospel 24th chap. 14th verse: 
And this Gospel shall be preached as 
a witness to all nations and then shall 
the end come, and the principal points 
were first to whom shall it be preach­
ed; second when shall it be preached 
and third by whom shall it be preach­
ed. At the close of the morning ser­
vice, hundreds welcomed back then- 
former minister. In the evening there 
was a platform meeting, Rev. II. 
Royle, the present pastor, conducted 
the opening worship, and then intro­
duced Mr. John C. Puddister, as the 
Chairman, who gave an excellent ad­
dress, greeting the Rev. Mr. Mat­
thews and assuring him of the loyal 
regard with which he is held, and con­
gratulating the congregation on Its 
enthusiasm for missions, as was in 
evidence by the crowded church and 
the large increase in subscriptions the 
past eight years. Rev. H. Royle then 
read the report of the receipts and ex­
penditure for 1915, and pleaded the 
continued liberality that those on mis­
sions home and foreign might have 
their salarie^, in full, and that there 
may be no retrenchment in the opera­
tions of the c(lurch in its agencies 
preaching the gospel, and hospitals, 
dispensaries, colleges, etc., in the for­
eign field. Rev. Mr. Matthews then 
spoke for thirty minutes. To the query 
Watchman what of the Night? he re­
plied "The morning break eth, the 
day cometh,” and in a splendid man­
ner proved how in spite of adverse 
conditions God was with his servants 
particularly along the lines of medical 
missions, treatment in dispensaries, 
hospitals, etc., the work of women as 
nurses and teachers amongst women 
was amazing. Then enlarging upon 
the spread of civilization as a result 
of Christian teaching .he showed what 
marvels had been accomplished in 
China, Japan and Korea. These peo­
ple hungering for gospel teaching, and 
accepting it, spread the truth to oth­
ers, and the supreme problem of the 
church to-day was to enter the open 
doors world wide, and win all for 
Christ's kingdom. After the hearty 
singing of "Krom Greenland’s Icy 
Mountains,” Hon. R. A. Squires, K.C., 
rose to speak. He could not but feel 
the inspiration of the occasion. It 
was a pleasure to him to see so many 
in khaki present; they had responded 
to the call of King and Country, he 
hoped others would respond to the 
call of the King of Kings. The world 
was not so big as it used to be. India 
is not now a long way off, Africa is 
not now filled with wild animals; we 
can get there in days instead of 
months, and in a thrilling address he 
appealed that in this combat for the 
world for Christ, all would enlist by 
effort and giving so that His Kingdom 
may soon fill the earth. The singing 
and anthems all day was very fine. 
Mr. Pratt had mad j grand prepara­
tion with his fine choir and collec­
tions were probably very good.
