In the September of that year are numer­
ous references to a great suspension of 
labor in the northern coalfield, and the 
colliers are stated to have “struck out” for 
a higher bounty before entering into their 
usual yearly “bond.” In confirmation of 
Mr. Leaton Blenkinsopp’s statemen t at the 
last reference, it may be added that the 
strike is twice called a “stick.” (London 
Chronicle, October 8, 10.)

One of Harriet Martineau’s earliest pam­
phlets was a tract entitled “The Tendency 
of Strikes and Slicks to Produce Low 
Wages,” published at Durham in 1834.
