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. We have recelved a brochure on the
subject of “Christian Science” by the
Rev. J. P. Sheraton, D.D., LL.D., prin-
cipal of Wyclifte College, Toronto. This
little work was originally an address,
which has since been revised and en-
larged, and is now published at the
earnest reguest of many who heard
it, both clergymen and laymen.
