Montreal, Oct. 8.—There was an 
unaccountable run to-day on the City 
and District Savings Bank, one of the 
strongest financial institutions in the 
city, and several hundred depositors 
withdrew their accounts. They were all 
promptly "paid, and this had the effect of 
quieting the apprehensions of many.

How mysterious are some of the 

phenomena observed in the heavenly 
oodies I How can we account for the 
variations of some of the stars? As an 
example, the e’ur Algol, in the constel-, 
lation Perseus, for 2 days,.13% hours, is 
a star of the second magnitude and then 
it suddenly decreases, and in 3% hours 
is diminished to the fourth magnitude.
It then increases in brilliancy, and in a 
further period of 3% hours, again attains 
its maximum. All this takes place in 
2 days, 21 hours, 49 minutes. Another 
start, Mira, in the constellation Cetus, 
for five months remains invisible, then 
it re-appeara, its light gradually increas­
ing for three months, and for fifteen days 
it is equal to a brilliant stir of the second 
magnitude, repeating the variations in a 
fixed period of 331 days, 15 hours, 7 
minutes.

We are accustomed to regard the so- 
callc i “ fixed stars ” as being alsolutely 
stationary in the heavens. This, how­
ever, is not so, as the whole of the stars 
are in rapid movement. As an example, l Thomas Cummings, Returning to
5roc*ur°B;®calcu*5tt;110 move through His Desolated Home, Creates
space at the prodigious velocity of no „ __
less than 197,000 miles an hour, or 54 a "Sensation,
miles per second. In a century, there­
fore, this great star traverses no less than 
one hundred and seventy thousand mi1- 
lions of miles. And yet to onr vision his 
position in the heavens is practically un­
altered, so vast is his distance from us.
Onr sun itself is calculated to be 
travelling at the annual rate of 
153,003,000 miles towards the bright star 
Vega, which is now such a brilliant spec­
tacle in the zenith ; but as that star is 
calculated to be more than 116,000,000,- 
000,000 miles distant from the sun, we 
need not be alarmed lest there should be 
a collision in our time ; as even suppos­
ing Vega to be advancing towards the 
sun at the same terrific rate, the crash 
would not take place until 375,000 vears 
hence, so prodigious is space. Vega, 
however, is by no means a distant star, 
but may be regarded as one of our near­
est neighbors, another bright star,
Capella, being reckoned to be more than 
four times her distance. But the vast 
body of the stars are plunged in tl e 
illimitable, fearful abyss of space, infii- 
itely more profound and incalculabledis- 
tances, it being only of the very nearest 
stars that the parallax can be taken, 
and the distance thereby calculated.

A celestial phenomenon which has 
given rise to much popular error is that 
of the “shooting stars.” It was long 
imagined by the uneducated that shoot­
ing stars were really fixed stars falling 
from their position in the heavens, and 
a brilliant display such as that of No­
vember, 1866 ( which will be repeated in 
1899), gives rise to considerable perturb­
ation amongst the ignorant. These bril­
liant visitants, however, are but minute 
fragments of cosmic matter, a belt of 
which appears to revolve round the sun, 
and through which the earth travels in 
the months of August and November, 
which rushing through space at an in­
finite speed, are raised by friction 
with our atmosphere to a heat so in­
tense that, in a few seconds from the 
first impact with the air, they are re­
solved into gas. The average weight of 
these little bodies is estimated at about 
two ounces, but occasionally much larger 
bodies come within our range, which 
continue in an incandescent state for 
several seconds before being consumed, 
and presenting a most brilliant appear­
ance. These are popularly termed mete­
ors. And occasionally vet larger bodies, 
of metallic origin, which have been 
wandering through space for ages, come 
within the sphere of attraction of our 
earth, and plunge, with deafening roar, 
into the soil. These are the meteorites, 
or “ thunder bolts,” which may be seen 
in many of our museums.

How absolutely regular and immut­
able are the laws which govern the 
movements of the heavenly bodies ! The 
earth performs its journey of 680,000,069 
miles round the suu in 365 Hays, 6 hours,
9 minutes, 10 seconds and 75 hundredths 
of a second, never varying probably the 
hundredth part of a second, and from 
year to year, and from age to age, travel­
ling over the exact position, relatively to 
the sun, it had previously traversed ; 
and this notwithstanding that it is rush­
ing along at the rate of 68,000 miles an 
hour, and that it is also revolving upon 
its own axis at the rate (at the equator) 
of 1.C30 miles an hour. These two 
movements are performed with such 
exact and absolute punctuality that 
astronomers can calculate with unfailing 
accuracy, and without the error of a 
fraction of a second, astronomical events 
which will happen many years hence.

The slightest divergence from these 
fix-j and immuable laws would involve 
us iu overwhelming and appalling ruin.
But He who formed those laws can also 
alter them ; and, moreover, He has re­
vealed to us in his word that at a certain 
fixed time, known not even to the angels, 
but only to Himself, some such diver­
gence will take place; and this earth of 
ours will be burned up and destroyed ; 
and, judging from what we have seen in 
other parts of the Univeree, we r-.n as­
sume that the final catastrophe will be 
caused by the impact of some great body 
in space, whose course will by the Al­
mighty fiat be directed towards this 
earth. Perhaps even at this present 
moment this body is on its way, and 
hastening on to involve, at the fixed mo­
ment, this world and all it contains, in 
fiery ruin and overwhelming annihila­
tion.

“Seeing then that all these things 
shall be dissolved, what manner of per­
sons ought we to be in all holy conversa­
tion and gcdliness ; lc skiug for and hast­
ing unto the day of God, wherein the 
heavens, being on fire, shall to dissolved, 
and the elements shall melt with fervent 
heat. But the day of the Lord will 
come as a thief in the night; in which 
the heavens shall pass away with a great 
noise, and the earth also and the works 

‘that are therein shall be burned up.”

Affray of Serions Char­

acter.

CANADIAN TRADE.
Reports Generally Favorable—Good Collet 

lions Reported by Victoria Houses.

New Yobk, Oct. 8.—Don’s Review to­
morrow will say : Reports of Canadian 
trade continues more favorable. Mon­
treal reports good wholesale trade, in 
some lines active, with satisfactory col­
lections and unchanged money markets.

Thomas Cummings, a sealer, yester­
day made a determined attempt to kill 
Hallet Bailey, a clerk in the grocery 
store of Erskine, Wall & Co. Both are 
young men, and the trouble appears to 
have arisen over Cummings’ wife, whose 
supposed association with Bailey daring 
her husband’s absence on a sealing 
cruise aroused his jealousy, particularly 
as it is said that Bailey was at one time 
engaged to the lady, the wedding day 
being very close at hand when she unex­
pectedly married Cummings.

About half past one o’clock Cummings 
and Bailey went into the Poodle Dog 
restaurant together. They were appar­
ently on good terms and they went into 
the first room that they came to, re­
marking that they wanted to chat awhile 
without being disturbed. Frank Casey, 
who is a waiter at the Poodle Dog, at­
tended to the two men, bat after serving 
them to soap, Bailey said to him that he 
need not bother with them any more as 
the lunch was going to be a long one. 
Ont in the public. dining room 
Messrs. Douglas, Frost, Speed and 
others were dining, and they were 
astonished by the sound of a sudden 
scuffle and then two pistol shots in 
quick succession. Before there was a 
chance to ask or obtain any explanation, 
Bailey fell ont of the room ecreaming, 
“My God! I’m killed!”

He picked himself np and ran for the 
front door, Cummings following close 
behind. As Bailey tried to open the 
door hie assailant, who was holding his 
revolver in both bands, fired again. The 
bullet smashed through the front glass 
door.

Cummings followed his victim ont and 
was promptly arrested by Constable 
Cameron. He made no resistance and 
was taken at once to headquarters where 
he was charged with “ shooting* at 
Alexander Bailey with intent to mur­
der.” He had $116.70 in his pockets as 
well as a gold watch.

Bailey had his wounds attended to by 
Dr. Crompton. One bullet had passed 
through the fleshy part of the thigh, and 
a second after striking the front of the 
shoulder had lodged in tne back of 
the neck. Dr. Crompton had the man 
taken to the Jubilee hospital at once and 
extracted the bullet, and there is no 
further danger apprehended.

Cummings, the prisoner, is a man of 
medium height. He has bright blue 
eyes and a heavy, tawny moustache. He 
was found by a reporter at the police 
station sitting back in a chair reading a 
novel.

“I have nothing to say.” he said, 
“nothing whatever. Yon can just tell 
my friends that I’m not losing heart 
about it. I’m all right.”

Farther than repeated assurances that 
he was “all right,” Mr. Cummings 
would not speak, except to impress on 
his visitor’s mind the fact that the novel 
he was reading was a good one.

There are those who say that Cum­
mings’ jealousy Was not justified by 
facts, but that over-meddlesome friends 
had magnified what were possibly harm­
less indiscretions into more serions of­
fences.

In aoy event Cummings has believed 
himself a greatly injured man. When 
he sailed sealing eight months ago he 
left his bride of less than a fortnight well 
provided for, with a comfortably furnish­
ed house on Henry street and half 
his pay coming to her from the 
owners of his vessel. This money she 
drew until June last, when she went to 
San Francisco. He knew nothing of this 
change of residence, and when hie vessel 
reached Cape Flattery he was so eager 
to be reunited with his wife that he 
rowed all the way home, upwards of 60 
miles, rather than endure the delay of 
the schooner.

Arriving to be faced by the bitter dis­
appointment of a vacated house, his 
tempe# was not in condition for the 
story that his friends told him—that his 
wife had married him in a fit of pique 
arising out of a quarrel with her 
former sweetheart, Bailey, and that 
as Boon as he had gone to sea 
her heart fcad returned to its former 
keeper. Whether he invited Bailey 
to lunch With him with the express pur­
pose of shooting him is not yet definitely 
determined.. Bailey says that he did, 
and that he told him so as they faced 
each other across the table, and Cum­
mings snapped the revolver twice in his 
face before it worked properly and the 
first shot was fired.

Letters from Cariboo received by last 
evening's mail chronicle the dr cease at 
his home in Barkerville, of Judge H. M.

The late honorable gentleman, who was 
72 years of age at bis demise, spent hie 
younger manhood in the Imperial ser­
vice in Australia, coming thence to Brit­
ish Columbia a little more than a quar­
ter of a century ago.

In 1871 or 1872 he was appointed gold 
commissioner for Cariboo, proving in 
that capacity one of the ablest men 
whose names are identified with the 
mining history of Western Canada. His 
just and courteous administration of the 
mining laws won for him the cordial re­
spect and cc-operation of the mining 
population, and his commieeionerahip 
might be review' i and copied with ad­
vantage by anyone having similar deli­
cate duties entrust d him.

It was in connection with the Grouse 
Creek riots, which threatened for a time 
to be very serions for British Columbia, 
that Commissioner Ball, also entrusted 
with the duties of a local judge, came 
most prominently before the public. 
His firm s’and in these troublous times 
will as long be remembered by old- 
timers as will the diplomatic course 
pursued by then Chief Justice Needham, 
through whose personal efforts the dis­
agreement was finally made an end of.
