Gentlemeu: Tbe Department of Medical 
Supervision is now regularly organized, with 
a medical supei visor at Its head, assisted by 
two experienced physicians, and employing 
such other assistance as may from tim) to 
time be required.

Its objects are. first and foremost, the in­
vestigation of ths character of risks before, 
rather than after, their acceptance by the 
Association, especially in tbose districts 
where fraud has been most prevalent. In 
conducting these investigations attention is 
paid not only to the physical fitness of the 
applicant, but also to the matter of identifica­
tion, surroundings, .habits, etc.—in other 
words, to ttie moral hazard. Tnesa investi­
gations also extend to tbe examining physi­
cians and agents whenever there is reason to 
suspect that they are not working for the 
best interests of tbe Association. In more 
than one instance the necessity for such 
supervision has alréady been demonstrated

In addition to the duties mentioned the 
Department of Medidal Supervision has full 
charge of all fdreign applications, those from 
Canada excepted, aud co-operates to the full­
est extent possible with tbe Death Claim 
Department in the investigation of sucu 
claims as bear evidences of a questionable 
nature. It also relieves the Medical Director 
of a portion of his work when tbe volume of 
new business is so great as to overtax his de­
partment.

From the nature of its duties it is not prac­
ticable nor desirable to report in detail the 
methods pursued nor results reached further 
than to state that they have constantly in 
view the common object ot all departments, 
the best interests of the Association in the 
protection of its membership. Respectfully 
submitted.

To the President, Directors and Members ot 
the Mutual Reserve Fund Lifo Associa­
tion, New York.

Gentlemen: We have to report for the 
year new business amounting to $7,318,750, 
showing an increase of $1,713,250 on tbe pre­
ceding year.

Several new branches have been opened in 
tbe course of the year, and although it is at 
present too early to speak of results we think 
that the future will quite justify our efforts 
to thtis extend the business 

The chief stimulus which the department 
received was the visit of our distinguished 
President in tbe month of July, which 
as an incentive to our agents, os was demon­
strated by the influx of new business during 
the months of September and October, usu­
ally a dull period of the year for life insur­
ance. The President’s visit has also inspired 
confidence on the part of our members.

Mr. Harper, ever anxious to strengthen 
our bands, appointed an Agency Manager, 
who has entered most actively upon bis 
duties, and we hope by a further develop­
ment of our agency system that the business 
will grow accordingly.

During the year, in mortuary calls and 
dues, we have collected the not inconsider­
able sum of $281,973.

Our death claims have been heavier than 
usual, amounting to £29,800. Like all other 
life organizations, we find that the dreadful 
scourge of influenza has left its marks upon 
our mortality experience; pefbaps the death 
has not always been ascribsd to it, but those 
pulmonary complaints which it engenders 
have been strongly in evidence.

As we nave before pointed out, the future 
will much depend upon our own activity. 
We have an Association to work for second 
to none in its success, its utility and its 
beneficence. Conscious of this fact, we begin 
our labers with renewed efforts, strengthened 
by our experience of the past, and by our 
faith in the soundness of the Association’s 
principlôs, giving as it does life insurance at 
cost, and bringing it within the reach ot all 
sections of the community.

HOCKEYWhen President Harper announced that 
Director-General Stephen H. lyug, whose 
headquarters are in Paris, would read the 
report of that department, there was a stir 
among tbe audience, followed by applause 
as Dr. Tyng advanced to the platform. He 
looked well, and throughout the twenty-five 
minutes occupied iu the reading of the re­
port his words wore carefully listened to, 

he resumed his seat nmid much 
enthusiasm. His remarks consisted largely 
of a historical review of insurance, both fire 
and life, in France, and were characterized 
by numerous interesting touches. Bringing 
his sketch down to these later days, Dr. Tyng 
said:

Tbe assimilation ot life insurance with 
those fire associations was the problem pre­
sented to tho French public by the introduc­
tion of the idea of the Mutual Reserve Fund 
Life Association some six years ago. 
It was found that in the Mutuelle 
Immobilière. organized in 1816, 
the Mutuelle Mobilière,
1819, the chief features of our system were 
recognized and applied. They are purely 
mutual, iu the sense that they are controlled 
by their members without share or guaran­
tee capital. They insure at cost price, with­
out the loading of rates otherwise than tor 
the creation of an emergency fund. They 
levied a pro rata premium determined by 
their actual losses, until they had accumu­
lated in their emergency fuud a sufficient 
•um to warrant the determination of a maxi-
