Previous to the loyal fleet starting south 
all the laborer», longshoremen and others 
were seized and put on board these vessels 
to man them. There had been no conflict 
on shore. Business was fair. The people 
are very anxious for a speedy settlement of 
the war one way or another.

Electrocuted at slug Sing.
Sis» Si so, N. Y., Feb. 23.—Matthew 

Johnson, the West Indian negro, who mur­
dered Emil Kukelhorn of New York on 
Dec. 9, 1892, died in the electric chair at 
11.35 a.m. to day. When Johnston had 
been placed in the electrical chair Warden 
Duraton gave a signal and Electrician 
Davie turned on the current of 1740 volte. 
The form in the chair jumped upwards, 
straining at the straps as the current 
passed through it. At the end of three 
seconds the current was reduced to 400 
volts. It was kept at that 55 seconds, and 
theu shut off entirely. The doctors ex­
pressed the opinion that the man was 
killed by the first shock. ’

England and the United States, says the 
importance of the United States as a 
market for the products of British industry 
has been well pointed out by Mr. Carnegie, 
but the involved complexity of business re­
lations brought about by the free transfer- 

of capital from one country to tbe 
other defies all estimate. Only disaster to 
either, which must never come, would re­
veal the full extent of our mutual inde­
pendence.

Considering the enormousness 
commerce between the two nations. Sir 
George Clarke suggested that it is of su­
preme importance to both that the ocean 
routes of the world should be inviolate and 
inviolable, and here, he thinks, is a basis 
for union which will endure. .
