VIGILANT SHOULD BE SATISFIED.

Diritannia Administers Another Drubbing
to the Yankee Yaoht—Won By
9 Min, 80 Secs.
Graseow, July 10.~To day’s conteat. for
the Clyde Corinthian Cup, valued at £60,
while ostensibly sailed by amateur skippers,
was practically a professional event, Mr.
W. J. Jamieson was at the tiller of the
Britannia and Nat Herreshoff was at that
of the Vigi'ant, but they were advised by
the racing skippers of their oraft. The
Britannia was again victorious. The
winds were mostly very light and variable
and it was really almost as inconclusive
a battle us that on Moaday, The gentle
forge of the wind is indicated by- the fact
that the Britannia covered the 50-mile
course in 7 hours 45 minutes and 5
seconds.  There was much light-air sailing,
some drifting and a bit of real raciog in a
modest breeze. The Britannia won the cup
by 6 minutes and 30 elapsed time and 9
minutes and 30 seconds corrected time.
It s regarded here as improbable thatin
ordinary weather the Vigilant will ever be
able to worst her antagonist over -the 50-
mile course with eight turns, where success
depends so largely on quick handling. The
hope of the Americans is that they will have
a chance soon to-meet the Britannia 1nan
outside race to windward ard back or the
reverse.
The Wind Was Light,
There was hardly enough breeze to give
the yachts steerage way when the prepara-
tory gun was fired. Iaterest in the race
was undiminished, and the throngs afloat
in all kinds of craft, ashore on foot, and in
carriages and on bicycles were just as large
as on the first day. At the flash
of the gun the racers were drifting
drearily back of the line. The Vigilant
had bent on her oJd mainsail which she
used in her splendid tussle with "the
Valkyrie in Awmerica, but it did not con-
tribute any more to her success than her
new canvas, The Britannia drifted against
the baffling air four minutes before she
succeeded in making a start. Two
minutes and a half later, or at
10.36.30, the Vigilant lazily drifted
over the line. Both yachts carried jib top-
sails and clubsails. They started off on
the starboard tack toward the Cloch shore.
The Vigilant had crossed the line on she
port tack and gone about a moment later,
when she got well under way. The breeze
was from the south and it was, therefore,
a dead beat down the channel. The
yachts went about under the Cloch shore
and stood for the opposite ‘shore on the
port tack.- The Vigilant led in the tack-
ing and the Briton followed immediately.
In the freshening breeze the Briton had lést
some of her weather advantage.
Short Tacks Necessary,
The Vigilant stood over towards the
Cloch shore again and the Britannia did
likewise. The boards were short and when
the yachts came about again they strove to
fetch Skelmorlie on the starboard tack.
Another short tack was necessary to ac-
complish this, They rounded the mark
boat thus: Britannia 11.58.55, Vigilant
12.01.35. 1In the beat to Skelmorlie  the
Vigilant had lost about 10 secoggs. 1n the
reach, close hauled to Ascog, the Britannia
had increased Lier lead 1 minute and 26
seconds. Her time of rounding Ascog
mark boat was 12.31.31; Vigilant 12.35.19.
In the ran diagonally to Kilcreggan, spin-
nakers were set to port. Vigilantcrept up,
although her enormous piece ot muslin
was not drawing well and just after passing
Innelien she forged to the front.
She held the lead for about two miles, when
the wind, which always favors the yacht
astern, increased slightly and the Britannia
came up abeam of.the Vigilant and passed
her off Cloch Point. At Kilereggan mark
there was only 29 seconds beitween the
vachts.
Vigilant Gained Up the Channel.

The Britannia rounded at 2.08.52. The
Vigilant had gained 3 minutes and 42
seconds in the run up the channel. On the
3% mile broad reach from Kilereggan to
the starting point oft Hunter’s Quay
the Briton picked up 24 seconds and was
thus 53 seconds ahead. Time, Britannia
2.30.35; Vigilant 2.31.28. In° the beat
down the channel to' Skelmorlie on the
second round there was a suggestion of real
racing. The breeze strengthened to about
8 knots and the yachts got a decided move
on them. They headed for Ashton.
The Vigilant ~forced the Britannia
to go about several times. Britannia
kept in shore, her skipper probably
expecting to get there a favorable
start, The beat was made in a series of
short legs. The Britannia, being handier
in going about, gained many seconds by
forcing the Vigilant, somewhat. slower in
stays, to tack frequently. The Britannia
added 27 seconds: to her lead as she
rounded the mark at Skeimorlie.
Britannia 3.50.40, Vigilant
The Britannta rounded the Kilcreggan
mark at 5.56.20,% Vigilant 6.01.25. The
Britannia had gainéd 2 mjnutes and 37
seconds in the run.

HOW TO MAKE A LAWN.

LAYING OUT OF THE ROADS,
FLOWER BEDS AND TREES.

Preparations for Sowing the Seed—Get-
ting Rid of the Troublesome, Weed-A
Mixed Fertilizer Will be Needed to
Produce a Good Eftect.

There are various kinds of lawns,

j each one exhibiting the special taste of
| the owner,

There is a neat, quiet, un-
pretending,  smoothly -shaven - green
sward, without a break in it ; and right

And
sometimes one may see that forlorn
sight of a plaster Venus exposed . to the
frosts and raius without the ieast pro-
tection from the weather, or those too
conspicuous glaring red pots or ketties
hung upon tripods in gipsy fashion,
which are thought by some persons to
be a triumph of rural landscape art.
There is a happy mean between these
extremes, and if the plain, verdant scope

| of clear grass were more common than

it is, there would be little to complain of,

But this may be thought too siwple
and severe, and if 8o, its plainness may
be easily offset by suitable shrubbery
and beds of flowers, dispersed in such a
manner as to preserve its naturalness
and avoid every appearance of crowd-
ing. There will always be need for
walks and paths on the lawn, and it
there is but one and the direct way to
thie house, this should never be' a

| straight one, It should be gently curved

and winding, and the curves should
always present some reason for them, a
bed of flowers, here or there, a bush'or
a tree, will be an excuse for the graceful
curving, and this will give the appear-
ance of greater space to the lawn., The
hiouse should not be fully exposed to the
road; it should have the front broken up

| by trees or shrubs so that the view from

the house to the road may be varied,and
from the road the view should be broken,
80 that the whole of it may not be seen
from any one point.

Thus, the laying out of the roads and
planting are to be done in harmony
and in regard to each other. The plant-
ing may be laid out first, and
the paths afterwards, But in any
case, the perfect fitness of things is to
be studied from the first, remembering
that a brush or tree may be moved, but
the paths not so easily. A small lawn
should have no large trees in it, and
only small shrubs are required. But as

the planting is secondary to the grassing | t,

of the surface, this should be considered

first, the planting being considered sep-|g

arately,

If the ground is level it should first be
evenly smoothed, and the soil enriched
by a liberal quantity of manure or fer-
tilizer that 18 free from weed seeds.
Weeds are the special trouble of the
lawn-maker, and they are avoided most
easily by the use of a good compost
made as follows in place of manure:
Any quantity of swamp muck, or simi-
lar vegetable matter, tannery waste, or
other waste of manufactories of auy
kind, or good soil from a well-cultivated
field mixed with wood ashes, and air-
slaked lime, or land plaster, is heaped
and left to fermens for a few weeks,
after which it may be plowed into the
land, not less than one wagon-load to
four square rods being used., The sur-
face is then thoroughly harrowed and
made fine and mellow, The seed is
then sown, as early in the spring as may
be, or during the summer,

This is very important, for the kind
of grasses used makes the lawn. The
typical grass is Kentucky blus gruss,
which has a fine green color, is hardy,
stands dry and wet weather, -has a fine
lierbage, withstands frequent cutting,
and has creeping roots that soon fill the
ground. It also grows well under the
shade of trees, But it is of slow growth,
A mixture is therefore more desirable,
and the more kinds there are in it, so
that all are suitable, the better. The
lawn mixtures made up.by the seedmen
are not suitable to all soils, and as a rule
a better effect may be had in the least
time by a home 1nade mixture of the
following kinds: For one acre, 15 1bs. of
Kentucky blue grass, 20 lbs, of red top,
15 of creeping bent, 10 1bs. of
meadow fescue, 5 of sweet vernal
and 2 Ibs. of white clover, The
vernal grass has that sweet wanil-
la-like odor which is so pleasant, and
while apt to bunch it is prevented from
this by frequent mowing, which as may
be said here, is the sine qua non of a
good and well-kept lawn, Itis the
fashion just now, and perhaps to be en-
couraged, to have the lawn well 8tocked
with dandelions,on account of their real-

{ Iy preity golden flowers early in the |

spring. And if they ever become too
numerous they may be cut and used
acceptably as an early greens for the
table., But there is no need to sow seed
for these ; the summer winds will soon
do the sowing,

The grass seed’is sowst first one way
then crosswise’ of the first, and again
crosswise, so’'as to get on even distribu-
tion of it on the surface. It is then
raked in by hand, the ground is then
rolled, and raked again. The surface
should be made so compact that the foot
will not sink in it.  Tliis is necessary at
the start to preserve the evenness of it,
As soon as the seed is sown it is advisa-
ble to spread evenly in the same way

| the seed was sown at least 500 pounds

to the acre of mixed fertilizer, common-
known as the complete manure,
which is made as a substitute for stable
manure and contains every needed ele-
ment of plant food,

Then the planting should be laid out,
The paths should have been made pre-
viously. To do this a long cord and a
number of pegs a foot long are reguired.
The shape of the beds is a matter of
minor importance and depends on the
position of them.. A curved one may be
made on the border of the path and
should be long and narrow. A plain

| round one may be in the center of a

space of green. A star-shaped one is
also suitable for a center, "Those for

| single shrubs should be round and two

or three feet in diameter. |7Trees may
stand in the grass, and these .should
placed on the exposed sides of the lawn
where shelter from the winds may be
desirable,
