Orp Laor.— Many of our girls do not
know why old lace is often so much more
valuable aod generally so. wuch more
beautiful, than new. The fact is that the
valuable old lace is all woven in lost pat-
terns. It is frequently as fine as spider's
film, and cannot be reproduced. The loss
of patterns was a severe check to Iace
making in France and Belgium and was oc-
casioned by the French Revolution. Before
that time, whole villages supported them-
selves by lace making, and patterns were
banded down from one generation to
another, They were very valuable heir-
looms, for the most celebrated weavers
always had as many orders as they could
execute in a life-time, and they were
bound by an oath taken on the four
Gospels to work only for certain dealers
When the Beign of Terror began all work
of this kind was interrupted for a time.
After the storm had subsided the dealers
and workers were far apart—some dead,
some lost and some escaped to foreign
Iands ; and such of the women as remained
were bound by their oath to work for but
one ; and this oath, in spite of Robes-
pierre's doctrines, was held by the poorest
of them to be binding, and there were in~
stances when they suffered actual want
rather than break their word, bome,
however, taught their children and their
grandmother, and many patterns were in
this way rescued. Some of the daintiest
and finest patterns were never recovered,
and to-day specimens of these laces are
knowa to be worth their #eight in gold.—
English papers.
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Bap Errsor-or Pickies.—The influence
of acid in retarding or arresting salivary
digestion is further of importance in the
dietetic use of pickles, vinegar, salads and
acid fruits. In the case of vinegar it was
found that one part in 5,000 sensibly re-
tarded this progress, a proportion of one
in 1,000 rendered very slow and ene in 500
arrested it completely ; so that when acid
salads are taken together with bread the
effect of the acid is te prevent any salivary
digestion of the bread, a matter of little
moment to & person with a vigorous diges-
tion, but to a feeble dyspeptic one of some
importance, [here is a very widespread
belief that drinking vinegar is an effica-
cious means of avoiding getting fat,and

these experimental observations to be well
founded, If the vinegar be hken at the
same time as farinaceous food it will great-
ly interfere with its digestion and assimi-

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Lareest Jam iv TiE WorLp.—What has
resolved ioto the largest log jam in the
world formed in the falls of 8t. Croix at
this place yesterday, says a ‘I'aylor's Falls
(Mien.) dispatch, and the old lumber-
med place the amount not less than 140,-
000,000 feet and running in at the rate of
1,000,000 feet per hour. The jam now
extends from the levee in _the Dalles to
way above Tuttle’s Falls, fully two miles.

The oldest residents state that this is
the largest jam ever formed in the Dalles,
passing the first great jam of 1865. The
jam is attracting hundreds of spectators
from all parts ot the country. It is &
wonderful sight. The huge logs coming
down in a wild current, plunging with a
thunderiog noise under, over, and all
about the wedged together logs in front,
bere snappiog & mouster in twain as if it
were a hagel stick, and, there tossing
another 30 or more feet high in the air,
and thus weaving from the starting place
in the eddy a hopeless tangle up the river.
Loggers say that under the most favorable
circumstances it will tauke from 10 days to
two weeks to break the jam. If the water
should give out, the logs would have to
remain there votil another rise,—Boston
Herald.
