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Animels for immediate slaughter shall be sprayed with 25 percent (one-
fourth percent) CO-RAL spray, and wounds shall be treated with an ap-
proved screwworr killer and be free of worms. All other amimals shall
be sprayed with .5 percent KORLAN spray or .25 percent CO-BAL spray and
wounds shall be treated with Veterinary Services, Animel ard Plant Heelth
Inspection Service, United States Depertment of Agriculture approved
remedy.

Lactating deiry animals and young animals under two (2) weeks of age
are exenpt fram spreying requirements; however, their wounds shall be
treated as above,

OTHER CATTLE MOVIMENTS

EXHIBITIONS, FAIRS AND SHOWS

An Officie) Heslth Certificate is required on all animals originating
outside or inside the State of Texas entered in fairs and expositions
for -exhibition.

A1l cattle (nurse cattle included) are subject to general requirements
for entry into Texas, EXCEPT:

1. Cattle subject to the brucellosis and tuberculosis tests must neet
the general entry requirements.

All cattle entering Texas from other states must be actompanied by
an officisl health certificate showing individual identification by
ear tag, fire brand or tattoo number. In addition, all breeding
cattle, eighteen (18) months of age and over must be brucellosis
tested within thirty (30) days prior sto exhibition except: (a) Of-
ficial vaccinates under twenty (20) monmths of age for beef breeds

or twenty (20) months of age for deiry breeds, and (b) cattle origi-
neting from & certified brucellosis free herd or aresa.

2. All cattle originating in Texas twenty-four (24) months of age or
over must be tested within thirty (30) days prior to exhibition
except: (a) Official vaccinates under twenty-four (2k) months of
age for beef breeds or twenty (20) months of age for deiry breeds
and (b) cattle originating from a certified brucellosis free herd or
aree,

3. Animals that show any evidence of abnormal vaginal discharge will
not be admitted, and all cows nearing calving time must be isolated.
