<a) the Requested State shall keep the request and the
information contained therein confidentiai;

(b) the Requesting State shall keep the information and evidence
transmitted by the Requested State confidential.

Article 25 - Rossons for Refusai

Reasor.5 shali be giveri for any refusai to compiy, in whole or in
part, with a requeut for assistance.

Article 26 t xmption front Legalization and Atim±iability
of Evidonce

1. Objecte and documents transmitted pursuant to this Treaty
shall be exempt f rom any legalization requirement.

2. If the law cf the. Requesting State requires that documents,
copies or objecta transmitted by the. Requested State b.
accomariid by certif icates, statementig or otiier certification to
make them admissible in a proceeding in the Requesting State, the
Requ.st.d State shahl consider whether it can ccuiply with this
aspect of the request.

Article 27 - Lafguage

A request made pursuant to thîs Treaty and thé accompanying
documents shall be written in the. officiai language of the
authority re spo nsible for the execution of the requeut, exept in
the case cf service of writs and records of judiciai verdicts
without formal requîremelits according te Article 15 (1) .
