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The Prime Minister, Mr. St . Laurent, announr~ed
today that an application has been submitted by the
Goverrment of Canada to the International Joint Commissien
for .an ordar of approval of the construction of works for
the dAvPlopmQnt of power in the International Rapids Section
of the St . Lawrence River . The United States GovPrnmAnt *
has also submittAd a concurrent application today in Washing-
ton for approval of the works which will be undertaken by
entities to be designated by Canada and the United States .

Agreement was reachPd on the final details of the
applications by the two governments at a meeting in Washing-
ton today bPtwPPn the Minister of Transport, Mr . Lionel
Chevripr, and the Acting Secretary of State of the United
States, Mr. David K .F . Bruce . At the me?eting in titiashington,
the Canadian Ambassador, Mr . H .H . Wrong, and the Acting
Secretary of Stato Pxchanged notes in which Mr . 1'drong re-
iterated the undertaking of the Canadian Government to
construet the St . Lawrence Seaway when arrangements have
been completed for the development of power in the Inter-
national Rapids Section of'the St . Lawrence River . The
Canadian note outlines the arrangements under which navi-
gation facilities for a deep waterway f rom Montreal to the
Great Lakes %1 11 be underthken by Canada alone . These
navigation facilities, which will be constructed as early
as possible concurrently with the power development, do
not require the approval of the International Joint Com-
mission .
