MICHEL GAUVIN

Mr. Gauvin, who was born in Quebec City in 1919,
was educated at St. Charles Garnier College, at Laval
University and at Carleton College (B.A. and B.P.A.). During
the war, he served in the United Kingdom and in Northwestern

Mr. Gauvin joined the Department of External
Affairs in March 1947 and was assigned to the Office of
the Prime Minister until 1950.
