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coast, in every case in which. a Hindu is in-
vo'lved, they raise a fuind amongst themaise-
ves and they fly to the courts, 'the objeet
being te, if possible, break the xegulatione,
whicli control immigration to this counmtry.
It îe not a case of gàting a square deal; it
ie a case of trying to dig a hole or finid. a
flaw in our regulations, and of upsetting
them in that way. 1 arn entirely in accord
with the opinion of the hon. memiber for
Edmonton, that it is this Parliament and
the Government which ehould control the
right of entry into thie country, and that
right should nlot, in any eense, be left te
the courts.

I wieh to place before the House some
rather serjous matters to show who this
man, Bhagwan Singh, ie, and the people
lie was associated with. He was deported
because lie came into Canada on direct
misrepresentation. He represented to the
immigration officiais that hie had been in
Canada before and was returning to the
place of hie domicile; hie represented that
lie wae a labourer and that he had worked
in certain mille in Vehcouver. It was
abeolutely proven that that was perjury
and that hie had neyer been in Canada
before. A large number of other Hindue
were found playing the samne game. We
have absolute evidence that there wae a
regular cenepiracy among the Hindue.
They sent photographe, descriptions, names
cf etreete, names cf people, which the
Hindus got off by rote, se that when they
came te enter Canada they could pretend
that they lad been here before and'thus
deceive the authorities., In the firet place,
Bhagwan Singli perjured himself as te hie
havmng been here before; in the second
place, lie said lie wae a labourer when he
was nothing of the kind; lie was a political
and social agitator of the moet violent type.
I have here the Hindustanee, whidh
describes itself as the official ergan cf the
United India League, cf date January 1,
in whidh they deecribe Bhagwan Singli as
.a social reformer' cf a higli intellectual
erder, who was greatly respected ameng
the Hindu colony. Bear ini mind that this
man came inte this country as a labourer,
and represented that lie was domiciled in
Canada, and lad enly been te India- on a
visit. In the Hindustanee cf the menth cf
February cf this, year, lie is represented as

a great social reformer, preacher, and
recognized orator, as testified te by the
vast audience whidh rapturouely lietened
te hie intellectual discourses on religious,
philosophic, and social and political prob-
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lemns;' and it states that ' hie knowledge
of the Punjab language ie considered
extraordinary.' I may mention that this
mean does net speak one word cf Englieh.
There is nothing wrong in a man eudh as
in these two articles lie is described as
being. What I wish te emphasise- je this,
that they point te him as a prominent
social reformer, whereas lie came in as a
labourer. Therein lies the mierepresenta-
tien. I hld in sey hand a Hindu paper
called the Sansar, in which we have an
insight into the actual character of Bhag-
wan Singli and lis actions while in Can-
ada. It has an article criticieing the
management cf a company which the
Hindus controlled and througli which they
managed te exploit their fellowe. The
language used in this article je a direct
translation froin the Hindustani,' and is
what one seight call pigeon-Englieli-the
interpreter has done hie beet. After describ-
ing certain seatters which de net affect this
case, the article goes on to say:

This new work bas begun frose Bhagwan
Singli. It la hsrdly six weekm ince hie bas
corne from Hong Kong. This la a new country
te hlm and lie doee lt know the business sys-
tem of the country. Seeing the company'e
meney hie started te excite the men te the
upllftlng of the country, and w1th the papers
la his poket began te act as 'unaaked-fer'
director.

_That is, he associated himself with this
particular company witheut their askmng
him te do se.

When In cur next issue we lnformed the
sharebolders of this trlck,ý then many threaten-
ing letters were caused te be sent to us. Te
reveal the truth, we are flot afrald of these
leUters. Our werds are bitter theugli. but their
end wlll be sweet. We wrote for the beneent
of the shareholders and will continue it.

fn the miarepresentation, Our werks were
cenducted In the wrong manner and new it wlU
neyer be' let te be done 50.

1 wish te give special emphasis te this
paragrapli:

Doctor Soonder Singh requested many tintes
at Victoria to Bhagwan Slngh that you two
three men who are ee-called patriote comne for-
ward and do the work. If net then my landed
pioperty la worth of a reasonable mum and
accept se seucli for doing the work of preacli-
Ing.

That is, these men were asking for certain
funds for their services.

lut Bhagwan Singh asked somethlng more,
tlien this murn was lncreased te $60 a month.
Even on thls he dld net agree. On acdount
cf bard times our brothers are becemlng out
of jobs and Ehagwan Singli thInks that this
ls the time of hie meney-maldng. Many cf our
taikers have werked in up-lifting the country,
but Bhagwan singh in Hong Kong was the root
