and officials of that Department, particularly

the Purchasing Agent, the General Manager
and other officials of the Canadian Govern-
ment Railways and any officials or employees
of the Magazine and of all correspondence from
the minister or from any officials of the De-
partment or from any officials of the Canadian
Government Railways for the purpose of in-
ducing manufacturers and others to advertise

INSPECTION AND SALE ACT
AMENDMENT.

No. 19, to amend the Inspection and Sale
Act (vegetables, eggs, food containers, fire-
wood and cement) was read the second
time and the House went into committee
thereon, Mr. Boivin in the Chair.

On Section 1—Vegetables may be sold by
the pound.

Sir GEORGE FOSTER: A careful inspec-
tion of the Inspection and Sale Act shows
that there is mothing in that Act at the pre-
sent time to prevent vegetables being sold
by weight, so that this section is not neces-
sary for enactment, and I move that it be
dropped.
