Hon. John Roberts (Secretary of State): 1. In furtherance
of the plans and priorities of the CBC, the Government has
agreed to the principle of an average growth of 5 percent per
year in real dollars, for a period of six years starting in
1976-77 subject to year by year parliamentary approval. In
addition, allowance is made for increases in the Consumer
Price Index and the relationship of goverfiment salaries ta the
C.P.I. as it applies to salaries and wages of the Corporation.

2. The 1976-77 budget of the Canadian Broadcasting Cor-
poration is $343.4 million for operating expenditures and
$6 1.3 million for capital expenditures, excluding payments of
$ 11.2 million to the CBC for coverage of the Olympics.

3. Based on the calculation outlined in paragraph 1 above,
the increase contemplated for the corporation in 1977-78
would be approximately $50 million but this will be for
parliament to decide in the context of the 1977-78 Main
Estimates.
