The information I have received is that it would not be in the
over-ail interests of Canadians to extend the period of daylight
saving time even though there would be some savings in energy
because there would be other costs associated with the change,
including questions of personal safety.

period of daylight saving time. 1 expect we will be going on
daylight saving time very shortly and we would in this coming
year spend the same lengtb of time, whicb is roughly six
months, in a daylight saving system as we did in prior years.
The question 1 raised was whether there would be a net benefit
in a longer period of daylight saving time. I indicated there
would be, based on the studies 1 have seen, some saving by
lengtbening the period of daylight saving time but there would
be other costs associated with doing that. One of those is the
question of personal safety.

CANDU REACTOR-PROPOSED LICENSING AGREEMENT WITH
RUMANIA-GOVERNMENT POSITION

Miss Flora MacDonald (Kingston and the Islands): Mr.
Speaker, my question is for the Minister of Energy, Mines and
Resources. WiIl the minister confirm that the goverfiment is in
the process of negotiating a licensing arrangement with
Rumania to supply that country with the design of the
CANDU reactor and the engineering help to build it? And, if
so, can the minister say how this conforms with the sentiments
expressed yesterday by the Prime Minister that nuclear prolif-
eration and nuclear safeguards are the kinds of issues that will
determine the stability of tomorrow's world? Will the minister
please explain how a nuclear licensing arrangement with
Rumania is contributing to that stability?

Hon. Alastair Gillespie (Minister of Energy, Mines and
Resources): Mr. Speaker, 1 can confirm that Atomic Energy
of Canada Limited bas been in negotiation with Rumanian
authorities with regard to the purchase of equipment and the
licensing associated with a CANDU reactor. 1 think the bon.
lady sbould know that no deal will be made, no licence
arrangement will be signed, even tbougb there will be substan-
tial benefits to Canada, probably in the order of $300 million.

Sonie hion. Members: Oh, oh!

Mr. Horner: You mean we will lose that much on the deal.

Mr. Gillespie: Mr. Speaker, the strange thing about the
opposition is that one moment they are complaining we are flot
interested in unemployment. The next moment, when there is
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
