INDIAN PEOPLES

Mr. Ray SkeIly (Comox-PoweiI River): Mr. Speaker, 1 have
the bonour to present a petition to tbe House today. It pertains
to the adequacy of tbe bousing situation for the Nuxalt Indian
people of Bella Coola, British Columbia, and reads tbat wbere-
as the past Liberal Government refused to provide adequate
funds and support for proper bousing to tbe Nuxait people of
Bella Coola, B.C., wbereas tbe present Conservative Govern-
ment also failed to provide the Bella Coola Band witb ade-
quate bousing funds, and wbereas every Canadian citizen-

Mr. Speaker: Order, please. The Hon. Member is reading
tbe petition. Could be just summarize it, please?

Mr. SkeIIy: Mr. Speaker, basically it calls upon the House
of Commons and tbe present Government to be more respon-
sive tban tbe previous Liberal Government in supporting the
Nuxalt people in terms of adequate bousing.

1 bave a second petition to present. It deals witb the Secheit
Indian Band of British Columbia. As many Hon. Members of
the House know, tbe Secheit Band bas been one of tbe leaders
in the business of promoting self-government among Indian
people. Tbe petition requests tbat tbe present Government of
Canada be more responsive tban the previous Liberal Govern-
ment in bringing forward legislation wbich would promote
Indian self-government among tbe Sechelt people of Sechelt,
Britisb Columbia, and bopefully tbereafter bring forward self-
government in a rapid and expeditious manner for Indian
people in Canada.

Also 1 bave tbe bonour to present a third petition today. It
pertains to tbe Heltsuk Tribal Council of Bella Bella, Britisb
Columbia. Again il points out tbat tbe previous Liberal Gov-
ernment failed to support Indian people and that tbe present
Conservative Government-

Mr. Speaker: Order, please. The Hon. Member is making an
interesting comment. However, would he please summarize the
petition?

Mr. SkeIIy: In an attempt to summarize tbe petition quick-
ly, the upsbot of it is that the Liberal Government failed to
provide any support for tbem, tbe present Conservative Gov-
ernment bas cut off an $800,000 grant for land dlaims research,
and the Heltsuk people caîl upon the Parliament of Canada
and tbe present Government of Canada to be more responsive
tban tbe previous Liberal Government in supporting native
people in tbe business of developing researcb on their land
dlaims proposais. Tbey also caîl upon tbe present Government
to restore-
