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Supply
that the Member who made the speech will have an opportu-
nity to reply.

Mrs. Mailly: I was being brief, but everyone keeps inter-
rupting me.

Mr. Orlikow: I have not finished my point of order. The
Member keeps saying that others interrupt her. I wish she
would at least have the courtesy to listen to my point of order.

I suggest to you, Mr. Speaker, and to the Member, that she
is going to use up the entire 10-minute period so that the
Member for Oshawa (Mr. Broadbent) will not be permitted to
answer the supposed question she is asking. I say that that is
wrong and you ought to rule accordingly, Mr. Speaker.

Some Hon. Members: Hear, hear!

Mr. Deputy Speaker: I can assure the Hon. Member for
Winnipeg North (Mr. Orlikow) that should there be a ques-
tion at the end of the comment of the Member for Gatineau
(Mrs. Mailly), the Hon. Member for Oshawa (Mr. Broadbent)
will certainly have an opportunity to reply.

Mr. Orlikow: What is your question?

Mrs. Mailly: Mr. Speaker, I will finish my comment. I have
every right to make a comment as well.

Mr. Deans: A brief comment.

Mrs. Mailly: The Leader of the NDP has made several
comments and cast aspersions on this Budget. He has said that
it is for the greedy. I am pointing out that among the “greedy”
he has to think of the workers whose jobs have been main-
tained and the workers whose jobs will be created.

I want to make the further comment that he mentioned that
pensioners did not support the measure. In my own riding
pensioners have supported it.
