Hon. Mr. ROSS—But those strangers
who would be appointed by the Govern-
ment would be bound, according to the
arguments of an hon. gentleman, by grati-
tude to support the Government.

Ho~. Mr. POIRIER—I had forgotten
the question of gratitude. If parties were
appointed for a certain purpose, they
would carry out that purpose. Thanking
the House for the attention they have
given to me, I will, with deference to the
opinion expressed by the leader of the
House, allow my motion to pass on divi-
sion, or if it is the wish of the majority of
the House I shall withdraw the motion.

With the consent of the House the
motion was withdrawn.
