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now. Let me say to you, that the joy of the

successful man lies in achievinfr success ; and

that he tastes of this every day and every

hour, not when the structure is completed

merely, but when it is being put together.

Would you believe that the greatest calamity

that could possibly happen you would be to

receive the announcement, say, to-day, that a

sum of $10,000 had been left to you, and that

you had merely to call and give the satisfac-

tory acknowledgment and draw the amount.

In such circumstances about one man in ten

thousand would have common sense to save

him from making a fool of himself. With the

other nine thousand nine hundred and ninety-

nine it would disturb any plans of usefulness

they had formed, it would dwarf their enerc^ies

it would damp their ambiti^-ns, it would blast

their prospects.
