In the courso of his New York
speech, bir.

Mr. Justin MoCarthy I do not know.
gApplause). He has Jabored and suf-
ered for your cause. He has retained,
atenormous personal sacrificeof health,
of means, of comfurt, of all that a
man can wish for, the post of chawrman
in the interests of the party, and tono
man do we ag.a party owo more than
to bim. (Chcers).

Well, our Chairman, who happened
to be in London alone, supposed that
the two subscriptions which were sent
to him direct—the subsoriptions of
Mr. Gladstone snd Lord Tweedmouth
. —were spontaneous ; and that the re-

forence contained in Liord Tweed-
-1aputh’s letter tu.a circuur.applied to
some notice whioh he might have seen
in some newspaper, and not at all to
any application which had been made
to him. Ounr Chairman thought it
impossible to refuse Mr. Gladstone’s
testimonial of good will, and difficult
to return Lord Tweedmouth's check,
which wae sznt by Lord Twesdmouth
in the letter covering Mc. Gladstone’s.
1 will quote Mr. McCarthy's own
words : ** I thought it a grateful action
on the part of the Grand Old Man,
who is now out of , ablio life, and I
did not think I cou.. distinguish be-
tween the two offernngs wiuch came
together under the one authonty.”

Pleass remember that those sub

scripticns ofone hundred pounds apiece
were bnt a drop in the bucket. Ire-
land had given abont £5,000 at ths
time, and was still sabsoribing; snd
two hundred pounds from these souro
es did not in the least degree alter the
national character of the tributo which
was being paid for the members of
Parliament. We were at that time,
comparatively speaking, flash of mo-
ney ; and more was coming in, and
the fucd, notwithstanding these sub-
scriptions, was and remaited a na
. tional fund, an Irish fund, to which
these sums madeno material pecuniary
addition, although the sentiment re
sulting in their spontaneous offer
would be valuablo to the. cause. (Ap-
plause),
Still after full eonsideration, and
when it had beoome clesr that theso
and other subscriptions had been gent
in repense to the circular erronetnaly
addreesed, the Chairman, looking over
the mhole situation, thought it butler

‘avoid 'all risk of misconception by

using all sach subsoriptions, save

st of Mr. Gladstone, to bereturned;
and thix has been done. So that in
name and in form &nd in.aubstauce
this question remsins aa it was before
ihat circular was issued. In truth,
and I can speak upon this subject

with absolute confidenco on evidence
by which 1 shall convince you, there
never could have been any idea in the
mind of Mr. McCarthy, or, for that
mattor, as I know and ag I shall prove
to you, in the mind of Messvs. Bexton,
Dillon, O'Brien, or O'Connor, of ask
ing for subseriptions from thoso quar
tors for tho Parliamentary Party fund.

1 give yon my proof. Last spring,
in our very darhest hLour, when the
gession was going on, when the fate of
the Home Rule government and the
Homo Rule cauge depended upon the
Irish vote being kept at Westminister,
when the Canadian subsoriptions were
oxbausted, when there was nothing
feom the States, when it was absolute-
ly impossible, for reasons connected
with the evicted touaunts’ fund, whioh
I have described, to make any appeal
to Ireland, when we did not know
where to turn, when wo were within
muasurable distance of collapse for
want of funds, I myself, as & person
who was kuown tc bave lLad some
little success in collecting funds on this
continent, was appioached by a gen-
erous friend, by a British Liberal, who
was a staunch ally of our cause, who
had done much for us politically, and
who did not want to ees it fail in this
ruserable way. I was approached by
him, and bhe said to me, ** 1 have done
a little for this cauze. I have labored
for it. I don't want it to fail in this
way. It ought not so to fail.” And
haing a very wealthy man, he said to
me, "I am willing, and I offer as o
testimony of my centinued intorest in
the cause, to give youin my own name
or anonymously, or &ny way you ple
ase, two thousand pounds sterling, ™
— $10,000—** as a subscription to the
Irish Parliamentary Fund. That,
gentlemen, was Lord Tweedmouth.
{Loul applauss). The offer was made
in the handsomest spirit. It was
made in a spirit of respect for those to
whom it was made. I told Lord
Tweedmouth that I did not believe it
would be possible to accept that offer ,
but that I was not going, in the cir
cumstances under which we stood, to
take on my own shoulders the repon-
sibilily of decision. I had some pri
vate convereation, not mentioning the
name —for this is the first time I have
meuntioned the nama ( I have thought
it due to Lord Tweedmouth, under the
circumstances, that it should now be-
come known, and I make it known to
theworld to-night. Withont mention-
ing the name I told the offer {0 some
friends, to the gentlemen I have named

Messrs. MeCarthy, Sexton, T. P.
OConnor, Dillon and O'Brien. They
one and all de.lared {¢ me their opin-
ion that the mouey counld not be ac
cepted (applause), even although a col
lapse of the movement were inevitable.
They said, * Beiter the movement
should fail than thai we should pnt
ourselves in the position of accepting
such a subscription from a member of
the British Governmeunt.” (Applause).

I felt that the party must bhave the
opportunity of dealing with the offer
becauss the situation was too serious
for the assumption of individual re-
sponsibility, and I named it at the
meeting.of the party at which we were
considering .our financial condition.
We had three meetings before we de-
cided to make an appes!l to Ireland. I
convayed the offer to the parly at the
first of these meetings. But the party
did nos accept the offer; they deter-
mined instead to appsal to Irelsnd;

aund I communioated to Lord Tweed-
mouth that tho Irish Parlinmontary
Party had dedided on that courso, not
availing itsel: even in that orisis and
that emergenoy, of his handzome pro
posal. Now, gentlemen, there is only
onesingloman of the Irish Parliamont
ary Party, whose name, if I alould
give it, you would hear with great
amazement—there is only one single
man whom I have at any timo hoard
propose an appeal to mombors of the
British Government for aid.

I think you will agreo that this
incident, whiok rccent circumstances
heve induced me to raveal to the nhiole
world is honcrable alike to Loxd
Tweedmouth aud the Irish Party, and
proves that our independence has rc
mained intact under great trials and
difficulties. (Applause).

In truth, thera never was a poorer
party as to worldly means, than the
Irigh Parliamentary Party. You could

not get a true reprosentation of lre
land, unless it were largely composed
of men of tbe pecple, andthe circut
stances of that country as you hnow
have provented the majority of its
people from amassing wealth, DBut
there was never a party acting on such
independent principles. Whatis it to

us, whether leaders or followers that |
