and Received Sum of Money.

ROGERS’ AND DINNIS® STATEMENTS
ARE ADJUDGED TO BE CORRECT

The findings of Judge Winchester in
the civic investigation were presented
in a large volume to the city council
yesterday afternoon, and without be-
ing read - were turned over to- the
poard of control. The report is in 136
pages of type writing. The evidence
taken makes three bulky volumes.

The report, dealing ' lengthily © with
the original cause of .the enquiry,and
quoting liberally from the evidence
given, says:

#In my opinion the evidence estab-
lishes the fact that Puddy Bros., bg-
ing in & desperate condition with re-
ference to their - pork packing estab-

lishment, decided that it was necessary

to obtain the assistance of a man cap
able of using such_influence, improper
and‘v otherwise, with aldermen, as would
én'i‘ble them to obtain the permit to be
obia.med from the city council;  that
having known and heard of George B.
Elliott as a professional lobbyist, and
one that would suit their purpose, they
employed him in March, 19805. He was
paid moneys from time  to time .bY
Henry and George Puddy, the two ac
tive members of the firm. These pay-
ments were made in cash. No entries
were made of them in the regular bo_ks
o# the company. No account was ask-
ed from Eiliott, and none given. The
sums paid 1o Eiliott varied consider-
ably in amount. :

#‘Altho the Puddy Brothers and El-

liott state that no amount was speci-

fied, yet Elliott in his conversation with
different witnesses mentioned the sum
of $1200 as being the amount to be paid.
fhe -two brothers admit that KElliott
was not worth the amounts paid to him,
and said that the larger amount of

moneys was paid to him for expenses.
“In my opinion, the two Puddy Bro-

thers, who are men of good business
to Elliott in’

ability, made payments
a manner that justifies a finding that
they were willing to allow Elliott to
use same improperly if he thought fit,
and that they were aware that his ex-

penses were not for legitimate pur-,

poses. .

Paid Klliott to Bribe,

“I therefore find that Puddy Brothers
paid Elliott at least $808 before the in-
rvestigation was entered upon, and a
large sum since then, part of which was
‘permitted by them to be used by El-
liott in corrupting aldermen in con-
nection with the vote that was taken
on July 17, 1905, if he considered it ne-
Cesgary.

“I also find from the evidence that
Elliott stated that he had paid $100 to
Dr. Lynd for the doctor’s vote.in con-
nection with the matter, and that he
did this at a time when he thought no
one would make use of his statements.
In his evidence Ellott admitted that he
might have made such statements, but
{ntended to mislead Hogue when mak-
ing them. He, however, corroborated
Mr. Hogue’'s evidence in many particu-
lars, as also did the boy FPeeg, the
Puddy Brothers and the witness How-
lett.

“While Dr. Lynd denies having met
Elliott at.Scholes’ Hotel, Street Com-
missioner Jones, and the witnesses
Scholes and Ritter, all testify that he
was in the little red room back of
Scholes’ bar in . July. Elliott admits
that he was in the red room with the
doctor, but denies that it was in July.

Mr. Jones Confused.

“In my opinion Street Commissioner
Jones was mistaken in stating that it
was on the 17th July that Dr. Lynd was
in the room with himself and Elliott.
The mistake evidently occurred by rea-
gon of Mr. Jones not remembering the
date, but remembering it was at a time
when his own matter and the Puddy
3rothers matter were up for discussion
by the city council. The minutes of
council for July 10 show that the ques-
tion as to Street Commissioner Jones’
office being given to the medical health
officer was up for action and discus-
sicn on that date. I have no desitation
in finding therefore that July 10 must
have been the date when
in Scholes’ Hotel as stated by those four
witnesses.

“From the evidence it appears that
Dr. Lynd came into the hotel thru the
side door. and was shown to the room
where Elliott was. The door of the
room, being locked inside, was opened
for him. Jones knew that Elliott was
expecting Dr. Lynd; and. after inviting
him to accept a treat, retired, leaving
Elliott and Dr. Lynd in the room. the
door being locked. Both Dr. Lynd and
Elllott swear positively that no money
was ever paid to the doctor.

Meeting With Elliott,

“Dr. Lynd. in his evidence, states that
he met Elliott in the corridor as he was
entering the council chamber at the city
hall on July 10; and what he states took
i is suggestive.
He said, ‘I will see vou,’ but said no-
thing further as to when or what he
was to see him about. When ﬁrjst ex-
amined as to being present wi@ rl-
liott at Scholes’ H(;fglat:n g‘“lyass‘{wg;‘
Lyndq was very guarde n his %
varticularly emphasizing the da.y He

Dr. Lynd was |

said he ‘did not' remember,’ ‘had no
recolléction,’ ‘I don’t think I was,’ and
gave other similar answers. Subse-
quently he stated that he was not there
in the red room on that day, or any
C-tper day, with Elliott alone,

‘The question- is, why should Dr.
Lynd call at Scholes’ Hotel to meet
such a man as he must have known
Elliott to be? Elliott was not a per-
son whose company Dr. Lynd would or-
dinarily seek; he was a low grade of
lcbbyist, frequently under the influence
of liquor, and apparently. without much
character. In my opinion the meeting
was prearranged by Elliott and Dr.
Lynd for the purpose of arranging as
to Dr. Lynd’'s vote on the Puddy Bro-
‘thers matter, and that at that meet-
ing FElliott had money in his pocket
with ‘which to pay Dr. Liynd, as he inti-
mated to Street Commissioner Jones.
The evidence as to the payments made
by Arthur Dinnis and W. B. Rogers (o
Dr. Lynd, he acknowledges, would in-
dicate that he was not averse to receiv-
ing money from those having business
dealings with the city. :

Receive Money.

“It seems to me, therefore, that the
only reasonable inference to be draxvn
from the facts proven is that Dr. Lynd
met Elliott on that occasion at Scholes’
Hotel to receive money frcm him in ccn-
nection with his vote on the permit ‘to
Puddy Brothers, and that he was paid
same: whether it was $100 or less there
is no evidence other than Elliotl's state=
mentg prior to the investigation.

“I. also find that while Hogue was
acting from wrong motives in obtain-
ing the evidence trom Elliott, and while
he stated what was. incorrect in his de-
claration .as to Dr. Lynd making his
offica.a place of rendezvous, yet on the
whole the facts set forth by Hogue 'in
‘ his declaration are. sufficiently corrobyg
loratéd by other evidence. i ’

Dinnis’ and Rogers’ Payments.

«I find that in the year 1899, when
Dr. Lynd was a controller, he received
the sum of $75 from -Arthur Dinnis, on
the 22nd of August, and the suin of
‘$100 from W. B. Rogers, in Dacember,
shertly after the 13th. These payments
were gifts made to Dr. Lynd by these
contractors thru the infinence of E. J.
iLennox, the architect, he having a&ar-
ranged for such payments.

“I accept, without hesitation, the ev-
idence of Mr. Dinnis and Mr. Rogers,
as to what took place when such pay-
ments were made DYy them, respective-
ly, to Dr. Lynd and what induced them
to make such payments.

] Demanding Money From Harris,

«Andrew D. Harris, the managar of
the Ontario Sewer Pipe Co., reterring
to the contract between the city and
his company in 1899, stated that Ald.
Lynd saw him in the enrling rink three
or four nights after the coniract wW.s
finally passed, and spoke of Mr. Har-
ris obtaining the contract. Harris re-
rlied that he had; when Ald. Lynd
said: ‘“That would cost you $100° or
$125," to which Mr. Harris replied rhat
it did not cost him a cent, as he never
paid out money on contracts. Mr. Har-
ris got annoyed; but the next day or
evening Ald. Lynd saw him again and
told him it was only a joke; and where-
upon Mr. Harris let it go at that. Mr.
Harris stated that peopls asked him
about .it and it got around. On being
asked the question: ‘Did you under-
stand at that time that the doctor was
asking $120 or $125 from you? he re-
plied, ‘I can’t say that I did. I.got
annoyed at the time, and thought that;

AGREEMENT A “BLIND™

Judge, Reporting on Relations Between Architect Lennox:
and Bennett & Wright, Declares That Latter Gave
Moneys in Return for Favors on City Hall and
Other Buildings—Efforts Made to Conceal.

CERTIFICATES TO CLERK HUNTER

DECLARED T0

In his examination on March 1,
1906, Mr- Lennox stated that no certifi-
cates were ever given to secure the
payment of sums. of money not earn-
ed, fo¥ time or material, and that that
‘would apply to the time of the clerk
of the works on the buildings; that
he never gave the clerk of the works
a certificate for moneys to which ‘he
was not-entitled; that he remembered
when Mr. Hunter was clerk of ‘the
works; that Hunter was engaged for
the first six months at the rate of

an increase to $2400 a year, which was
given to him; and that Hunter was not
at’any time a tenant of his, Two
cheques were produced, made by Mr.
Eunter, payable to Mr. Lennox, dat-
ed July 4, 1901, and Nov. 28, 1901, re-

spectively, for a hundred dollars each.
On the production of these cheques
Mr. Lennox stated that-possibly they
represented a refund of money that
he had advanced to Hunter for travel-
lt?g expenses, but he did not remem-
er, . >
Extracts from evidence?
“Q.—Hunter put it that he was to
get at the rate of $2000 a year for
the first six months, and inen he got
these two extra cheques, which he re-
turned to you after drawing them. He
then went on to say that the reasoi
why that was done was that you
yourself had paid the ‘prior inspector
and that you were just really reim-
bursing yourself in that way; isn'r
that true? A g

“A.~No, that is not true. I never
had an inspector on this building that
was paid, previous to Mr., Hunter.

“Q.—Are you quite sure Yyou were
not out of pocket and were just re-
imbursing yourself in that way? ‘

“A.—I say distinctly that I am not;
and I don’t want it reiterated to me
that I have, for I have not.

“Q.—How do you explain this? A.—
Just in the manner I am explaining
now, that there possibly may have
been some misunderstanding with Mr.
Hunter as to when his raise should
have started and when I thought it
should have started.”

Second Thoughts.

Mr. Lennox, in his examination on
May 30, 1906, was asked by his own
counsel about this Hunter madtter,
when the following took place:

“Q.—Have you been thinking over
that matter since? A.—Yes, a good
deal. What misled me was, Hunter
made the assertion that there was &
former clerk of the works. There was
no former clerk of works; but I had
a man named Moore who assisted me
during the year the city and I were
under argument as to who should pay
a clerk of the works. He used to test
the cement for me. After night oc-
‘casionally when I had to leave the
building myself he was left there. 1
would telephone to the Freehold build-
ing and he would come up. I pail
this man about $300 for those services,
as far as I can get my memory and
data together. He sued me for $800,
and it was settled.

“Q.—What about these sums of $100,
which you received, apparently from
Eunter, by cheque? A.—Hunter states
that they were to pay for the former
clerk of works.

“Q.—Moore's name. )S meationed? A.
—Moore's name—they were applied to
that purpose of paying Moore, but
the city I expect to reimburse me
for that $300, or whatever the amount
is ang for the balance petween what
Hinter returned and what I have
been really out of pocket on the extra
work-

“Q.—Then your recollection now,
having thought it over, is that Mr.
Hunter’'s account of- thel. transaction
is correct? ’’ “A.—Yes. 1 think that he
is quite correct in that.”
