Simla, Aug. 30,—The Chin war! and Kahl 
police posts on the Samana range were at­
tacked, evacuated by their garrisons, and 
burned by the enemy on Sunday night.

In addition the Orakzals, on Sunday night, 
looted the Nariab, Samana, Bazaar and 
burned the schooL The Ko bat Pass Afridls 
are still loyal, in spite of the Mullah’s 
strenuous efforts to excite their chiefs. They 
promise not to oppose the Peshawuri troops 
who are marching on KohaL 

The column under CoJ. Richardson and a 
detached party, which were sent to relieve 
the police posts at Lakka and Saifaldara, 
found them hard pressed by Orakzals. A 
sharp conflict ensued between tne reliev­
ing fefee and the rebels, resulting in the 
repulse of the latter with considerable loss. 
The posts were relieved and their garrisons 
withdrawn.

Montreal, Aug. 30.—(Special)—Sir Wilfrid 
Laurier received a royal welcome to-night 
at the hands of the commercial metropolis 
of his country. The Prime Minister was 
escorted up from Vercheres by a flotilla of 
steamers, both large and small. It being 
10 o’clock before Sir Wilfrid and the Min­
isters accompanying him Searched the 
Champ De Mara, where the whole town 
had turned out to await tne arrival of the 
party.

Your correspondent saw the Riel gather­
ing, also the 40,000 who turned out to wel­
come Mercier from his ill-starred European 
tour, but those were baby gatherings com­
pared with the one this evening. Fully 
60,000 people were present, and one-third 
of those were women, who stood patiently 
for two hours to see and hear the^ Liberal 
leader.

His Majesty continued: “We may 
welcome in the illustrious person of 
Your Roy ail Highness a' contemporary 
of our departed grandfather, who always 
spoke of you in terms of the highest es­
teem and friendship, and extolled Your 
Highness' military attainments.”

The Emperor concluded by congratu­
lating the Grand Duke of Baden upon 
Ithe efficiency of the troops, adding: “Wo 
may say with a good conscience that the 
eons of the Rhineland who marched past 
to-day are as ready for duty and as effi­
cient and brave as thev "were 
time of the Great Emperor.”

His Majesty then pmjKxsed the health 
of the Fjignth Corps and its command­
ing general, tfhe Grand Duke of Baden. 
The toast was received with three hur­rahs.
.The compliments of His Majesty to 
the Duke of Cambridge and the British 
army are likely to be commented upon 
tîî with the conclusion of
Tu Busfo-French alliance, which leaves 
the bafcuice of European 
hands 01 England.
