DEATH 0F HALD. STENE

Popular German Citizen Stricken
With Heart Failure After
Casting His Vote,

SERVED CITIZENS FOR MANY YEARS

Neeently Honored by Corporation
on Oecasion of His 50th Anni-
versary in Toronte,

Ex-Ald. Newman L. Steiner died sud-
denly at his home,116 Pembroke-street,
ehortly before 12 o'clock last night of
heart failure. Deceased was in the
best of epirits all day, and early in
the afternoon went out to cast his
vote in the municipal elections. Re-
turning home shortly after 4 o’clock,
he complained of not feeling well, but

later on seemed to brighten up,

His two sons went out to get the
election returns for him, and, on re-
turning, Mr. Steiner asked them not to
tell them to him for a little while, as
he felt very weak. Shortly after this
he commenced gasping for breath, and
his wife became alarmed and sent for
Drs. Wagner and Cuthbertson, but be-
fore they arrived Mr. Steiner had
passed away. ;

Deceased was 73 years of age and
was born in Bohemia,Austraia, in 1829,
and was the 11th child of a family of
14. His father was Wolfgang Steiner,
a government contraator. Deceased
was educated in Vienna, and in 184§
left his home and went to New York,
where he spent three years learning
sculpture. He wys for @ few months
located i Buffalo, and in 1852 came to
Toronto and commenced business on

Parliament-street, afterwards remov-
ing to King-street. His next location
was at the corner of Yonge and Wilton-
avenue,- where he carried on a large
marble business for 24 years, employ-
ing. a staft of 30 men. In 1876 he
married . the  daughter; of , Rev. Leon
Sternberger of New York.

Mr. Steiner was a member of the
Council forseveral years,and made many
friends by his honest service in be-
half of the ratepayers, He first re-
presented St. James’ Ward, ' being
elected in 1880 by a large vote. In
1882 he was out of the Council, but
the following year he headed the poll
in his ward, and in 1884 he was re-
turned by acclamation, and sat for
three years. In 1899 he represented
Ward Three, and was elected chair-
man of the Reception Committee for
that year. Since that time he has not
entered actively into municipal poli-
tics, altho he always took more than
a passing interest in whatever per-
tained to the well-being of his fellow
citizens. . 2

Mr. Steiner was appointed Ontario
commissioner at the Pan-American
Exposition, and was the most popular
commissioner there.

In 1870 he was commissioned a
Justice of the Peace. In politics he
was a Reformer. Mr, Steiner was past
master of the A, F. and A. M. and
held the rank of past grand registrar
in recognition of his services to the
craft. He was president of the Ger-
man Society ;

On the 16th of last October he was
presented with an address by the
Councii in honor of his 50th anni-
versary in Teronto. Deceased is sur-
vived by a widow, three gons and two
daughters.

" Unlversally Liked.

There was probably no more widaly
known and universally liked citizen
in &oronto than Mr. Steiner, whose
never falling good humor and Kkindly
mature endeared him to everyone. Jie
was remarkably fond of children, and
took pride in pointing out the boys
and girls he had known more than a
quarter of a century ago, and that
they still remembered him.

Early Days in Austria,

He always liked to talk of his early
days in Austria, and his experiences
during the Kossuth rebellion.
a rebel and was sentenced to death,
but made his escape and came to
America. As a linguist he had re-
markable talent, and could converse
with foreigners of almost any na=
tionality. The German people of this
city will deeply regret to hear of his
death, for outside the love they bore
him he was one of the leading epirits
in their society. Heé was distinctly
loyal to the British crown, and on
the occasions of the late Queen’s jubi~-
lee and the King's coronation the
German citizens on his initiative sent
patriotic addresses to representatives
of the Crown, and he received the
royal acknowledgements. ,

Received by Royalty.

When the Prince and Princess of
Wales were here in 1901 Mr. Steiner
presented them with an address of
welcome from the German residents,
and he was very graciously received
by Their Royal Highnesses.
