| FEAR MORE GIRLS WILL

BE OUT OF EMPLOYMENT

New York, May 11--The Vacation
War Relief committee, organized last
fall to aid working girld out of employ-
ment, finds itself, it is announced, in ser-
ious straits financially at -a time when
its greatest effort is demanded. Instead
of being able to provide work for hun-
dreds of young women who, it is be-
lieved, wil be thrown out of work dur-
ing the summer, the committee has been
obliged, owing to: the lack of funds, to
close one of the workrooms where girls
were given temporary employment dur-
ing the winter, and others may be closed
for the same reason.

 BRITISH LIQUOR REGUlAﬂﬂNS

London, May 10, 10.30 p m.~The
House of Commons this evening passed
the second reading of Chancellor of the
Exchequer Lloyd George’s bill to amend
the Defense of the Realm Act. The bill
originally was designed to place a heavy
surtax on wines, spirits and beer, but
under pressure from the Irish party its
provisions were amended to giving the
government control of the sale of liquor
in areas where munitions of war are be-
ing made.

Under the bill a central committee wil!
be set up for Scotland and England. 1t
will act on the recommendations of loca
committees of employers and workmen
in the districts affected.

Mr. Lloyd George has promised to ap-
point a committee to inquire into the
charges of drunkenness among wotkmen,
and all parties, including the Laborites,
have expressed ' their satisfaction with
the bill.

The government will absolutely con-
trol the sale of liquor in selected dis-
tricts, including that dispensed in clubs
and grocery stores. A commission un-
der the chairmanship of Lord Dunedin
will deal with the question of compensa-
tion to the liquor dealers for their losses.
