few if any defections, be accepted by the
Unionist suppqrters in parliament and
apl this policy, after a census and redis-
ti®ution, the National Liberal-Conser-
vative party will appeal to the electorate
for endorsation.

Interest is chiefly centred in the fiscal
resolution. Tt has been carefully revised,
and though the principle of a revenue
tariff is adopted, it is very indefinite on
the protection to be afforded by the
tariff. It leaves a wide latitude for sup-
port.
