CHOCOLATE CAKE.

One cup of sugar, half cup butter melted

ith two squares chocolate and one tea-
spoon vanilla, two eggs beaten, reserving
one white .if boiled frosting is preferred,
half cup milk, half teaspoon soda dis-
solved in it, two cups flour with one tea-
spoon cream of tartar. Bake in moderate
oven about thirty minutes. Frost with a
poilqd icing, or a butter frosting with van-
illa is equally good.

Pick over and remove stems from one
pound of figs and remove stones from 1
peund of dates. Mix fruit with 1 pound
of walnut meats and force through a meat
ckopper or chop finely. Work (using the
hands), on a board dredged with confec-
tioners’ sugar until thoroughly blended.
Roll to % inch in thickness, using con-
fectioners’ sugar on board and pin; shape
with small, round cutter first dipped in
sugar, or cut with a eharp knife in %
inch squares. Roll each piece separately
in the sugar and shake off superfluous
sugar. Pack in tin box, putting
paraffin paper between layers. A com-
bination of nut meats may -be used in
equal proportions in place of walnuts.

I ventured the statement that many are
driven into evil lives by economic pres-
sure. I was received with a volley of
denial by the half-score of ladies present.

Now they were all very good ladies and
all more or less earnestly interested in
social reform questigns. ' They were, and
are, ignorant, that is all. I say “are” be-
cause dfter a further “discussion of two
hours I left them still unconvinced, as is
the habit of woren, I am afraid, unless
tkey go and look for themselves.

Each one ‘of these good ladies had some
pers<plnl experience -to tell of their ad-
venture with stray young women, from
rescue homes, or prisons, or elsewhere,
whom they had endeavored to befriend,

In each case the result had”been unfor:
tunate. And so they were firmly convinced
that no young woman fell by the wayside
vnless she deliberately intended to ‘do so.

Fall Before They Learn to Stand

Bless their hearts, I had not the cour-
age, then and there, to tell them of the
hundreds of ' little girls of eleven and
twelve and thirteen who fall before they
know what it is to stand, in the dirty al-
leys, and back lanes, and crowded streets
of our cities. Little ones forced to live

of broad acres to spare, in a cqnditiqn
that our farmers would not permit their

a depreciation in market value. :
One beautiful, silvery-haired old lady;
who has never known what it is to want
for a single desirable thing, exclaimed that
she “would die,” if she were a young girl,
before she “would do as some of these
girls do.” :

Are They Forced to Sin ?

I wondered! sadly, if she would feel
that way if she had been born in an en-
vironment in which morality had been
thrown into the discard, as so many of
our little girls are: If she had the faint-
est idea of what it means to toil all day
for five, or six, or seven dollars a week;
going home to a bare and miserable lone-
ly room, or into a hovel and the company
of parents whom every influence of her
work-a-day life was teaching her to de-
spise: Of having to eat and room and
dress in the faint semblance of other and
more fortunate girls on such a miserable
pittance. But she hadn’t—and that is why
she, and the others like her, will never
be able to.lend a real helping hand to
the little victims of our city industrialism.
They are as ignorant of the real need' of
these girls as on the day that they were
born. And it's this ignorance that is as
har to fight as the cupidity of employers |
and the sensuality of the foremen and
superintendents and other scoundrels who
make a practice of preying upon the weak
and unfortunate in their employ.

Forced to Sin

Many of the hundreds of young girls
employed in the large stores and factories
of Canada are forced to sin to live. I
make this statement in all seriousness and
atter rigid investigation. If every young
girl who sells herself, after she has been
rujned and hardened, in order to make
a decent living wage, were to quit her
job, a large number /of our big concerns
would be forced to close their doors or to
raise their standard of wages if they wisa-
ed to continue to operate their business.

Let me here¢ mention a farce. It is the
habit of men, who employ young girls at
low wages, to make them sign a certificate
stating that they are living at home and
are not entirely dependent upon their pay
for a livelihood. A large number of these
girls lie about the matter rather than go
without work. And in their hearts the

employers know they do.

I told the ladies' these facts, and many
others, but they could not realize them.
Their lives and those of the little girls
I am writing about are so far apart that
reither can have any realization of the
other. I have just now at hand the pro-
gramme of a fashionable social study club.
Looking down the several hundred ‘names
I find those of the wives and daughters of
a number of the worst sinners among the]
employers of my city. There’s an irony
about the eituation that appeals to me—
it'’s the kind of thing that nullifies the
effort of our churches and social and moral
reform bodies. The days of mincing mat-
ters and whispering of gsin with bated
breath have gone by. Tonight, I am al-
most tempted to write to each of the
women named in this programme and tell

ber the real truth about her men-folks.

Pleasure
Is just as much a necessity of a normal |
life as food or air. Rob a soul of Jjoy and |
the light of good and proper companion- |
ship and sin is sure to enter into the gap
they should fill.

I believe that the question of working
girls is largely up to the churches. The
more fortunate women in them should en-
deavor to care for at least the girls of their
own districts. That is infinitely more
their duty than the task of making blank-
ets for the Hottentots or mosquito net-
tings for the Esquimos, intermingled with
gcssip about everybody that has not at-
tended their. gatherings. But the women
and girls of our churches have to be edu-
cated to real 'life ‘and facts before they
can have the necessary heart interest to
take  these  matters up. There’s
enough power going to waste in
each of our churches to remedy thesé
evil conditions concerning the girl work-
€rs of our ciies. Instead of social study
classes lectured to by university profes-
sors, who regard all humanity as the taxi-
dermist does the carcase or the entomolo-
gist the insect, we need classes for the
teaching of real life gocial conditions by
men and women who have been through
the mill of experience. There is too much
long-distance philanthropy and pink tea
rociology. They are among the barnacles
on the bottom of the social-reform ehip
which today is afloat only beeause of the
earnest effort of a few truly spiitual, self-
sacrificing souls who have visualized the
real needs of the sinned-against. But I
suppose that everyone who reads this will
feel that ‘they are the earnest omes I re-
fer to.
