The Murrays of Elibank paid
their' money to Sir William Alexander and
received a grant of 16,000 acres of land
in Nova Scotia. But they never went to
Nova Scotia to establish the grant there,
but, instead, secured a large acreage of
land on Castle Hill, at- Edinburgh, the
whole of Nova Scotia being considered, by
an extraordinary legal fiction, to 'be situ-
ated within the limits of the county of
Edinburgh. Later on General Sir James
Murray was the first British governor of
Canada, in 1763.

The present master of Elibank is a par-
ticular favorite' of both the king and
queen, and was much liked also by Edward
VII., whom he served as comptroller of
his household. - He has been under secre-
tary of state for India. He is married to
a- daughter of Lieutenant General Sir
James Wolfe Murray, of Cringletie, in
Peebleshire, a lineal descendant of that
Colonel James Murray of Cringletie, the
Black Watch at the battle of Quebec, and
in whose arms General Wolfe died.
