Drowning of Mr. James Magee.

The Dublin Freeman’s Journal of Sept.
22nd, contains the following account of
the drowning of Mr. James Magee, of
Dublin, at Dalkey while ibathing. The
deceased was the eldest brother of John
S. Magee, Esq., the well known dry goods
merchant of St. Andrews:—

One of the most melancholy cases of
drowning which has occurred along the
suburban coast for some years hnﬁpened
at Dalkey on Saturday evening whereby
Mr. James Magee, an old and valuable
member of Sir John Ball Green’s staff in
the Valuation Office, Ely place, lost his
life. It would appear thatthe deceased
went to the bathing place at Vico road,
and, notwithstanding the fact that
a heavy sea was running through the
sound and a half gale blowing from the
south east, he undressed and ventured
into the sea. He was soon overpower-
ed and carried some distance from
the shore without any person being
aware of his fearful position. Mr. John
Myles, B. L., of Brierly, Sorrento road,
who was superintending some repairs
which are in progress at one of his
houses at Vico, observed the body float-
ing about in the water, and immediately
ran down to the foreshore and divest-
ing himself of his clothes, recklessly
plunged into the sea and tried to swim
toward the deceased. The waves soon
got the better of the would-be rescuer,
who finding himself becoming exhausted,
and observing that the body was
lifeless, turned his attention towards
his own preservation, and not a_bit too
soon, for it was with no little difficalty
be got aghore again. The daring of Mr.
Myles’s action can only be realised
when it is understood that the coast-
guards were unable to get out to the
body, and that the Kingstown lifeboat
after coming as far as the sland had to
put back in consequence of the storm
and tide. While in the sea Mr. Myles ob-
served thatsome blood was flowing from
the headof the unfortanate man, so that
he had probably struck against some of
the rocks in endeavoring to get ashore.
The police took possession of the deceas-
ed’s clothes which were identified by
Mr. Thomas M’Donald of Roxburgh
House as those of Mr. Magee of 1 Vie-
toria terrace, North Circular road and
recently residing at Prince Ville, Colis-
more road, Dalkey. Two jdaughters of
the unfortunate gentleman also identi-
fied their father'’s clothing. The great-
est possible sympathy is everywhere felt
and expressed for the bereaved relatives
of the deceased.

Death of a Bank Manager.

. Mr. W. E. Collier, manager of the Bank
of British North America, died at his
residence, Chipman’s Hill, last evening.
Mr. Collier had been in poor health for
the past two years, and some months
ago went to Colorado in search of rest
and iroproved health. On his return his
appearance looked as if he had much
improved, but such was not the case.
He sought lots of outdoor exercise be-
fore and after his office hours, but to
little avail, and a couple of months ago
he was compelled to kee%al;is residence.
For some days he has n gradoally
sinking, still his family did not realize
death was so near, and he passéd away
last evening quite suddenly.

Mr. Collier was a native of Scotland
and came to this city a little over twenty
years ago and entered the Bank of Brit-
ish North America. After a service of
eight years he was promoted to the posi-
tion of manager and for the past twelve
years he has presided over the affairs of
that institution in a manner that has
won for him the respect and esteem not
only of the business community in this
city and Erovince, but also of the head
office in England.

Deceased was thirty-nine years of age
and leaves a widow and six children.
He married Emily, daughter of his hon-
or Judge Watters. Of the six children,
one i at present in Scotiand and another
is on the way home from that country,
while the other four are in the city.

The funeral will take place on Friday
afternoon at3 o’clock from his late resid-
ence.

The Fireman'’s Forepnan’s Fizsle.

The slight fire in the schooner Alice at
Indiantown, BSaturday night, did very
little damage, but the foreman of No. 5
company got so hot over it, that he is
only just about cooled down now. It
seems that the fire was put out without
the aid of hose. One of the firemen who
had ascertained that the fire was out,
and who was on his way home
met the chief and told him
the fire was out, whereupon the
chjef allowed the hose cart driver to
return to the engine house and after the
“all out blow” was struck, he went away
too. The foreman of the company got
so indignant over the fact that the chief
had allowed the cart to return “without
orders” from him, the foreman, that he
could not contain himself and on
his arrival at tbe engine house he
made things lively by giving all hands
to understand the extentof gis authority
and his intention of showing it. Com-
plaints were next made to Chief Kerr
about some alleged misconduct on the
part of some of the members of the com-
pany. An investigation was held Monday
evening and after hearing both sides the
chiefvery sensibly lectured the disturbing
element and after expressing the hope
there would be no further trouble intim-
ated that he would be pleased to receive
the resignation of the foreman if that in-
dividual was not disposed to continue in
the position under the present manage-
ment.

After the usual opening exercises, the
chairman extended to Rev. Dr. McMul-
len a heaa]y welcome, and called upon
Rev. Dr. Wilson, the senior pastor in St.
John, to make the address of welcome,
Dr. Wilson spoke at some length.

Rev. Dr. McMullen was then called
upon and made a very interesting ad-
dress, at the close of which Rev. Dr.
Pope moved a resolution of welcome to
the Rev. Dr. McMullen.

Rev. Mr. Pickles seconded the resolu-
tion, which was carried by a standing
vote.
