A NEW AND BRILLIANT LIGHT.

A new invention, of a simple and practical 
nature, has of late been successfully applied in 
several places in Germany and France. The 
system consists of electric candles, or sticks of

post, and waxed the glaring eye to the 
cealing with a quid of chewing gum. Then 
he took her whisp of false hair and tied it
to a stick, and began whitewashing the charcoal, surrounded by isolating matter, which

gradually consumes, leaving the charcoal free 
like a wick, which slowly melts away under 
tie brilliant glow of electricity. With two 
such candles a light equal to that of one hun- 
dred gas jets may be thrown on the street. An 
electro-magnetic machine can keep burning 
twenty of these electric candles. The cost is 
about half that of gas, and the light is of the 
brightest and purest kind.
