The Jewett Failure.

Bostox, Sept. 1.—The committee of in-
vestigators appointed by the creditors
of the Glendon Company, manufacturers
of doors, sashes, etc., East Boston, re-
ported to the creditors’ meeting this
afternoon. At a previous meeting the
nominal assets were reported at about
$70,000 less than the liabilities. The
figures presented showed liabilities
$319,647, of which $32,000 were conting-
ent, assets $143,523.

No one was ready to submit such offer
and the meeting adjourned for a few
days,

The steamer Duart Castle, from Hali-
fax, arrived at Bermuda yesterday morn-
ing. She encountered a hurricane Sat-
urday morning. Two seamen were
washed overboard and drowned, fen
horses killed, and the cargo shifted.

Mrs. Frank Scott of Halifax dropped
dead in her husband’s arms one day
last week on the third anniversary of
her wedding. . She had been on bad
terms with her-husband and had pro-
cured an order of protection from the
court. After her death a belt was found
around her waist which contained $500,
and which her husband cannot keep be-
cause of the order of the court. He re-
fuses to give it up, however, and the 8. P.
C. A. will look after the interests of
Scott’s child in the matter.

W. H. Moore of North Sydney, C. B,
has just received a telegram from
Capt. Charles Hackett, of the schooner
Annie C. Moore, of Victoria, B. C., report-
ing his arrival there from the Behring
sea, with 2,070 seals. He was warned
out of the sea on the 6th August and
just arrived at Victoria. The Annie C.
Moore is owned by W. H. Moore and
others of North Sydney. The value of
her catch is estimated at between $50,-
000 and §$60,000. Mr. Moore and other
owners are receiving the congratulations
of their friends on the success of the
third season’s catch.

A suit has been brought in Philadel-
phia by Geo. Grant, steward of the brig’t
Hastings against Capt. Sanders and the
second mate of that vessel for cruelty on
the high seas. Grant is a native of De-
merara and shipped at Weymouth,N. 8.,
last June. Grant’s lawyer has also filed
a libel for William Williams, a colored
native of Charleston, 8.
