ELLIS VS THE QUEEN il

The decision of the Supreme Court of 
Canada in the contempt case of Ellis vs. 
The Queen, appealed from the Supreme 
Court of New Brunswick interested in 
the relations which the Press bears to 
public life in general. The history of the 
case is that in the general election for 
the House of Commons in 1887 G. G. 
King received a majority of the votes 
cast in the county of Queens. John R 
Dnnn, the returning officer, however,de­
clared George F. Baird, the minority 
candidate elected. .Mr. King endeavour­
ed to have a recount, and applied to Judge 
Steadman, County Court Judge, who was 
the proper officer under the statute. 
Judge Tuck, at the instance of Baird’s 
counsel, granted &n injunction to prevent 
Judge Steadman holding the reeonnt, 
and Mr. Baird retained the seat. The Sl 
John Globe of which Mr. J. V. Ellis is 
the editor in chief and part proprietor, 
strongly censured Judge Tuck’s inter­
ference with Judge Steadman in the dis­
charge of his statutory duties. Proceed 
ing^in contempt were commenced by the 
Crown against Mr. Ellis, and he was by 
the Supreme Court of New Brunswick, 
found guilty of contempt An appeal 
was taken to Ottawa, and the dicision as 
embodied in the judgement of the court 
rendered on Monday, is to the effect that 
no appeal lies from the judgement of our 
Supreme Court in the matter of contempt, 
which is criminal in nature. The act

W.H.GOLDENThe committee by unanimous \*ote acquitted 
Mr. Crisp of this charge. It is understood 
that Mr. Crisp argued strongly that he could 
not be convicted of conspiring to bring a guilty 
man to justice; that the conference had found 
Mr. Currie guilty, aud that no new evidence 
hail lieeu produced to break down the case 
against Mr. Currie.

The third charge was:
That he has beeu guilty of misrepresenta­

tion, deception and falsehood in concealing 
and denying his connection with the woman, 
and in concealing and denying his correspond­
ence with Dr. Gardner in relation to the 
above charges.

On this charge the finding was not guilty, 
by a vote of three to two, the members of the 
committee voting as on the first charge.

Mr. Howie, who was iu town yesterday was 
notified of the finding. He will leave for his 
home on the Gibson circuit this morning. Mr. 
Howie states that*he will certainly appeal the 
case to the confeteuce. Had t'*e committee 
returned a unanimous verdict of acquittal 
he might have seen his way e clear to 
allow the inquiry to drop, but in view 
of the almost even division of the 
committee, he thinks he should bring the 
matter before the full ministerial conference 
In this view he is said to have the support of 
the committee of trial. Probably also he will 
have the support of Mr. Crisp, who will hard­
ly care to rest under the stigma that two out 
of five jurors lielieve him guilty of a serious 
offence.

The discipline as revised provides that an 
appeal of this kind as to facts shall lie heard 
by conference in ministerial session, instead 
of by a confeteuce committee of twelve or 
nine, as formerly. The next animal confer­
ence will meet at Moncton and the court will 
comprise somewhere near a hundred ministers.
