Captain Melville and his crew of 14, 
belonging to the wrecked barque Car­
rolton. reached port last evening on 
board the Commercial Cable Company’s 
steamer Restorer.

The Carrolton was wrecked on the 
morning of the 26th December on Mid­
way Island.

The captain tells an Interesting story 
of the wreck which was the culminat­
ing incident in a voyage extending 
over nearly a year.

“We left Vancouver,” he said, “on 
the 16th January, 1906, bound for Del- 
agoa Bay, South Africa. There we dis­
charged a cargo of lumber and pro­
ceeded in ballast to Newcastle, New 
South Wales. In that port we spent 14 
days loading up with coal.

“On the 7th of October we sailed 
from Newcastle bound for Honolulu. 
Light head winds favored the vessel 
Until she reached latitude 26.15 north, 
longitude 175.80 west. Here a heavy 
gale blowing from the northeast 
sprung up and the vessel began to leak 
so badly that we deemed It advisable 
to make for Midway Island, the near­
est available shelter. In attempting to 
get to the roadstead we came too near 
land and while endeavoring to work 
off shore the vessel missed stays and 
ran on to a belt of coral reef which 
almost Surrounds the island. This was 
at 2.30 a.m. on the morinng of 26th De­
cember.

“Immediately after this disaster the 
ship began to pound heavily and snow­
ed signs of breaking up. Boats were 
got out as soon as possible and at day­
light we discovered the entrance to the 
harbor and were enabled to land at 7 
sum.

of at the Pacific Commercial Cable 
Company's station. It was on the 3rd 
January that we were taken off by the 
cable ship Restorer and brought to 
Victoria, where we landed last night.

Saved Effects.
“On the day following the wreck we 

went back on board the doomed ship, 
and were lucky enough to save some 
of our personal effects. On the 31st De­
cember the masts went over the side. 
The next day the vessel broke in two 
and fragments of wreckage were 
washed ashore up on the beach.”

The barque Carrolton was a wooden 
vessel of 1352 tons, built in 1873. She 
was owned by C. Boudrow and others 
of San Francisco.

* On behalf of his crew and officers 
Captain Melville desire» to render his 
thanks to Captain Coombe and the 
crew of the Restorer for their kindly 
offices in connection with the rescue.

On board the Carrolton was a cargo 
of 2,200 tons of doal consigned to W. 
G. Irwin & *Co.. of Honolulu. Both 
vessel and cargo were a total loss.

Midway island, the scene of the dis­
aster, is a cable station. It is between 
Guam and Honolulu and is nine miles 
in length, with an average altitude of 
15 feet above sea level. With the ex­
ception of the entrance to the harbor 
it is surrounded by a coral reef on 
which the ill-fated barque was 
wrecked.
